Complete lesson can be found in the Early Discovery Science Series: Earth Science Book 1. On your table you will find all necessary materials to complete this activity. Although students would complete over the course of several days, you will have time to complete it during our morning make and take. A third activity that students complete has been removed for because of time restraints. A guide will lead you on the outdoor portion of the activity (they will provide you with a dropper to collect water samples). You will then return to the table to conduct experiments and map the area you observed. At the table colored pencils and markers will be provided along with paper for your map. Additionally you will find magnifying glasses to aid in observing water.

Materials:

Day 1:

1. You will explore stream 

2. You will map out bodies of water you see in the natural area you are in

3. You will observe and record color of water, texture of water, where water is found, direction they see water flowing

2. You will use magnifying glass to observe water properties

3. You will look for small particles in water

4. You will record observations
