Nanci Griffith – The Station Inn
Nanci Griffith is a legend in Americana and Country music.  Her 
music, considered part of the great credibility scare in country, is 
simple, sweet and old-fasioned.  This is an opportunity to see one 
of the great songwriters in the genre’s history.  She will be joined 
by Diana Jones, Mary Gauthier, Sara Watkins, and Sarah Jarosz.  
(Tickets TBA, 9 p.m.)

Toubab Krewe – Exit/In
North Carolina natives, Toubab Krewe experiments with 
instrumental music somewhere between rock and bluegrass with 
African influence.  DJs can take this relaxing mellow music and 
give it somewhat of a hip-hop twist that should make for a good 
show.  Expect guitar, lots of percussion, and some instruments 
you will not recognize. ($10, 9 p.m.)

Angela Easterling – The Basement 
Highly acclaimed by critics and peers alike, Angela Easterling 
performs old school country, void of today’s pop sound imposed 
on artists by execs on Music Row.  This is a show to go see while 
having a drink before the rest of your Saturday night.  (Tickets 
TBA, 8 p.m.)

Shoot the Mountain – The End
With a sound reminiscent of the Kings of Leon, the local Indie 
Rock band is still trying to get off the ground, and will showcase 
their talents at the End this Saturday night.  The classic power trio 
composition allows for a lot of exploration in music that generally 
lends itself to strict, strong structure.  If you’re interested in 
finding the next great local band, this has potential and it won’t 
cost you much. ($6, 9 p.m.)

Gram Parsons Tribute Night – The 5 Spot
Gram Parsons was one of the innovators of modern day 
Americana Music.  His attitude of appreciation for the country 
greats combined with and innovating style he called “cosmis 
American music” made him famous.  Walter Egan and the 
Grampyres, Brian Molnar and the Naked Hearts, The Derelicts, 
Chris James and the Gram band will each pay tribute.  This is 
probably the only Gram Parson’s tribute night for quite a while, 
so if you’re into that kind of thing, jump on it. ($5, 8 p.m.)

THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 17

Cross Canadian Ragweed – Cannery Ballroom
Southern/Country Rock band Cross Canadian Ragweed rolls into Nashville 
tonight to take part in the 2009 Americana Music Festival.  With a name 
taken from a combination of the founding members’ names (Grady Cross, 
Cody Canada, Randy Ragsdale, and Matt Wiedemann), Cross Canadian 
Ragweed formed back in 1994. But it wasn’t until ten years later that they 
began to enjoy much wider successes following the stellar performance 
of their album Soul Gravy, which debuted at number 4 on the Billboard 
Country chart.  Since then, the group has released three other Top Ten 
albums including their most recent, Happiness and All The Other Things, 
released several weeks ago.

The Derek Trucks Band with Mike Farris – Public Square
Grab a ride downtown to Public Square Plaza for another evening of free 
music brought to you by the LiveOntheGreen concert series.  Tonight’s show 
is headlined by Southern guitar legend Derek Trucks, a longtime member 
of the Allman Brothers Band and a superstar slide guitar player in his own 
right.  From the age of 9, Trucks was already regarded as a virtuoso, and 
21 years later, he has only gotten better. If you are a guitarist, an Allman 
Brothers fan, or even remotely interested in southern rock, check this show 
out. After all, it’s free!

Otis Gibbs, Grayson Capps, and the Deadstring Brothers 
– The Basement
Each artist of this trio is unique and entertaining in their own right.  Otis 
Gibbs brings a classic attitude and distinctive country voice to unmistakable 
Americana folk.  Grayson Capps, on the other hand, brings the fl avor of New 
Orleans and all its vices into a story telling world of country rock.  And from 
across the pond come the Deadstring Brothers who play a fusion of rock, 
blues, and country reminiscent of the Stones’ country hits.

Raul Palo and Yarn – 3rd and Lindsley
Americana band Yarn takes the stage at 3rd and Lindsley tonight to continue 
to bring their folksy, country-fi ed roots rock music to Nashville.  Legendary 
songwriter Chip Taylor (aka James Voigt), who wrote the hit song “Wild 
Thing,” takes the stage next. Taylor is followed by singer-songwriter Raul 
Palo, who after disbanding the country group the Mavericks, has been 
avidly pursuing a solo career. His music fuses country, Americana, and tinges 
of Latin rock, thanks to his upbringing in Miami.

The Station Inn will take part in the celebration of the 19th 
annual Americana Music Festival with a host of musicians hitting 
the state Friday night. Farewell Drifters, Jim Lauderdale, Keith 
Sewell, Lovell Sisters, and The Belleville Outfit will all perform.  If 
anyone is going to get a good piece of this festival it’s the Station 
Inn.  (Price not listed, 9 p.m.)

Will Hoge – The Mercy Lounge
Part of the Americana Fest, Will Hoge brings a Pop voice to 
acoustic folk.  Always a good live concert, he will feature hits like 
“Washed By the Water,” “Baby Girl,” and “When I Can Afford to 
Lose.”  Joining him for the evening will be Radney Foster, J.D. 
Souther, Samantha Crain and The Midnight Shivers, and Scott 
Miller.  (Tickets TBA, 8 p.m.)

Sam Bush, Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, and Holly 
Williams – Cannery Ballroom
On the other side of the wall from Will Hoge and friends will be 
another part of the Americana Festival.  The Cannery Ballroom 
will feature this trio of acts highlighted by NGDB’s country/
bluegrass classic sound.  A foot-stomping, “yee-hawing” night is

Johnny Lang – Ryman Auditorium
Even with a special weekend in Americana music like this, 
Nashville refuses to be dominated by only one genre of music.  
Johnny Lang is a Grammy winning guitarist and singer who 
makes good, soulful rock and roll/blues.  Touring his new album 
“Turn Around,” he’ll make a stop at the historic Ryman. ($29.50

When most people think of Nashville, 
images of jazz, sweet tea and Opry Land come 
into mind. But now more than ever, Nashville 
has become a cultural haven for visual artists. 
Va n d e r b i l t 
University has 
picked up this 
trend and is 
now showing 
artist Johan  
H a g a m a n ’s 
l a t e s t 
collection in 
Sarratt. The 
show will last 
from Sept. 2 
until Sept. 28 
and includes 
a dozen of 
her creative 
mixed media 
sculptures. 

Hagaman is a sculptor and painter inspired 
by nature, emotions and the human psyche. 
She is an Indiana University graduate and 
received her B.A. and M.S. in English in 1980. 
Hagaman’s pieces are mixed media made out 
of wire, resin, beeswax, tin and concrete. She 
describes this show as one with simplistic 
values that deal with natural elements such 
as smoke. She says that her art is “present in 

larger looming uncertainties,” meaning that 
the natural world is full of contradictions, 
so she applies this notion to her pieces. 
Hagaman’s � rst show was in 1991 and she has 
been having small shows all over the United 
States since then. The reaction of the show 
has been very positive from the Vanderbilt 

Communi ty 
and those 
who have 
seen it admire 
her simplistic 
o u t l o o k . 
The most 
in t e re s t ing 
piece is “Us 
and Them” 
(2008) which 
shows a man 
b e t w e e n 
two animals. 
The piece 
shows nature 
and man 

coexisting together and achieving balance. 
Although her work is beautiful, they are 
expensive and are being sold from $1,800 to 
$5,000, not something you’d exactly pick up 
for the centerpiece of your towers suite. But, 
if you’re wandering through Sarratt and have 
a minute or two before hitting the masses at 
Rand, check out Hagaman’s work and give 
yourself a little artistic culture. 

Ever wonder where you can � nd the 
cheapest prices of your favorite beers?

The � rst place to check out, which is a 
personal preference of mine, is Midtown 
on Church Street. Midtown has a wide 
selection of beers, spirits and wines. 
Considering what � ve beers I assumed 
most students purchased, I made the 
following list of prices each based on a 
24-pack of beer. I then went to Apple Mart 
on 29th Ave., the Mapco on 21st Ave., and 
� nally C.K. Discount Tobacco and Beer on 
Broadway and made the same list. 

What I found out: Midtown has great 
prices on beer. Not only that, but if you’re 
looking for some variety for your parties, 
Midtown has a good selection of any kind 
of alcohol you might be looking for. Apple 
Mart would be great for one-stop shopping 

because you’ve got the beer and the goodies 
for any tailgating you do. Depending on 
which is closest to you, both Mapco and 
C.K. would be great choices because they 
are within walking distance of Vandy. 
Something to add: If you haven’t tried Beer 
30, I would highly suggest it. The quality of 
taste is pretty similar to Miller Lite and you 
get more for your buck. So give it a drink.

Although the price differences are slim 
they could make a difference if you’re 
buying in large bulk on a regular basis. For 
example if you are going to buy for a large 
party and get ten 24 packs of Miller Lite, 
and do this 10 weekends over the entire 
semester, you are paying $1,999 if you go to 
Midtown or Apple Mart. If you go to Mapco 
or C.K. Discount, however, you would pay 
$2,049. That’s a 50 buck difference, not to 
mention an extra three cases of Pabst. So 
spend that alcohol money wisely and let 
every liquid cent count! 

When I received word that I was 
to cover my � rst concert here in 
Nashville for Versus, my thoughts 
immediately jumped � rst to a giant 
Sommet Center-esque arena with a 
sold-out crowd. I shook my head, 
realizing that my hopes were too 
high, and switched my fantasy to 
a dimly lit, intimate little venue 
where I could hold hands with the 
artist performing. However, none 
of my thoughts were even close to 
being actualized in my adventure of 
seeing Owl City at Rocketown.

Without even considering Owl 
City or the two opening acts, 
Unicorn Kid and Kate Havnevik, 
Rocketown was quite an experience. 
A combination of a coffee bar, 
concert venue and skate park with a 
subtle Christian theme, Rocketown 
is the place to be for Nashville’s high 
school skater-boi subculture. I was 
hesitant about where my evening 
was going when I jumped in line 
next to a group of girls with braces, 
bright skinny jeans and concert 
t-shirts, and everyone around me 
was wearing Chuck Taylor’s in 
varying states of graf� ti. My friend 
and I were wearing Sperry’s.

Yet as odd as my leap into this 
Avril Lavigne music video was, the 
concert was actually a blast. Opening 
act Unicorn Kid (aka Scotland native 
Oliver Sabin, 17) was mind-blowing in 
his ability to create pop-techno music 
with a Mac, not to mention a very cute 

Scottish accent. He danced around the 
stage to his saccharine-sweet techno 
melodies in his trademark kooky lion 
hat. The electronica songs reminded 
me a bit of a Mario Kart theme song, 
but he certainly knew how to get 
the crowd excited. (Although I think 
some of the middle school students 
in attendance were jacked up on the 
frappuccinos from the coffee shop, so 
that might have been it.)

Next up was Norwegian songbird 
Kate Havnevik. Her voice and guitar 
were much more soothing than the 
spunky beats of Unicorn Kid, but 
still just as interesting. Her voice had 
a raw Alanis Morissette quality, yet 
she didn’t pack the punch that I was 
expecting. A bit too mellow for an 
opening act, I suppose.

Finally, Owl City! Headed by singer 
Adam Young, Owl City lists “Imogen 
Heap” and “optimism” as inspirations 
on their MySpace page – which is 
exactly the vibe I got. Happy, upbeat 
pop-techno melodies accompanied by 
a keyboard, violin and cello made for a 
danceable, toe-tapping set. Incredibly 
silly songs like “Dental Care” (literally, 
about going to the dentist) reminded 
me of my simpler Simple Plan days of 
middle school, but painted sweetly with 
a pop-electronica paintbrush instead of 
splattered like pop-punk. Also sweet 
were lyrics like “As stars lean down to 
kiss you, and I lie awake and miss you” 
from their ditty “Vanilla Sky.” “Fire� ies” 
is another tune I would recommend — 
and so would Taylor Swift: She twittered 
about watching the video “over and 
over again” on Sept. 8. 

All in all, Owl City was a fun show 
with a fun crowd — just not a crowd 
that I thought I would jump back 
into in my � rst weeks of college! But 
hey, we all need a little blast from the 
past every now and then, and Owl 
City is de� nitely a band you can get 
that sense of nostalgia from.

Yesterday, in the span of an aural 
hour, self-proclaimed “man on the 
moon” Kid Cudi took one small 
step for himself and one giant leap 
for music.

With his album, “Man on the Moon: 
End of Day,” the artist born as Scott 
Mescudi proves himself to be a talent 
unrivaled in contemporary hip-hop, 
a revolutionary in the same league 
as his mentor Kanye West. However, 
the Kid Cudi of today, of heart-
shaking voice, insight and emotional 
masterpiece, wouldn’t exist if not for 
an ample amount of struggle. 

A Cleveland homegrown, Mescudi 
lost his father to cancer at age 11 
and was raised by his mother — an 
in� uence he mentions repeatedly on 
the album (“At the end of the day / 
My mom always told me / Don’t let 
no one break me”). Dropping out of 
college after one year (in 2004), the 
artist chased his dreams to the city 
that never sleeps, residing with his 
uncle, who passed shortly thereafter. 
Not until 2008, with the release of his 
seminal mixtape “A Kid Named Cudi” 
and the popularity of the single “Day 
n’ Night” (recorded in 2006) could he 
rest his head, all the while working 
overtime to purchase beats and 
studio time to sell his new sound to 
an unresponsive public.      

This story provides a rich 
emotional foundation for his music, 
music that even Dewey Decimal 
would have trouble classifying. His 
sound combines hip-hop, R&B, 
soul, jazz and electro, and, in the 
end, stands as something � awlessly 
brand new — a modern beacon on 
the hill, providing other rappers 

with opportunity for safe passage 
to a future of artistic freedom and 
creativity, a future free of brainless 
hooks and tired gangsta’ mantras. 
Singing more than rapping (and 
at times combining the two), his 
voice, full of rasp and depth, carries 
listeners into a world all his own, a 
world of both daydreams and night 
terrors, optimism and doom. During 
the course of “Man on the Moon,” 
Mr. Solo Dolo (another of Mescudi’s 
monikers) triumphs a journey into a 
new frontier.  

Commercially successful singles 
“Day n’ Night” and “Make Her Say” 
seem fascinatingly out of place on the 
disc; they resound as formulated hits 
within the company of experiments. 

Kid Cudi’s third single, “Pursuit 
of Happiness,” better represents 
the ambition that characterizes the 
album, recruiting electro acts MGMT 
and Ratatat to compliment the artist’s 
mellow, almost methodical � ow with 
a wonder wall of synths and keys. 
The track, however, only scratches 
at the surface of the fresh, anti-
establishment hip-hop that de� nes 
songs like “Alive” (also featuring 
Ratatat) and “Sky Might Fall.” 

 “Man on the Moon: End of Day,” 
ambitious in its eccentricity yet 
� awless in its appeal, cannot be 
heralded as anything less than 
groundbreaking. Buy it, listen to it, 
vibe to it, whatever. It will change 
your life as you know it. 

A lot of hype and expectations 
has surrounded Phish, the 
jam-band scene heir to The 
Grateful Dead, in the past 
months. Phish’s live shows in 
the ‘90s are considered some 
of the best concert experiences 
ever; their studio albums some 
of most original rock in ages. 
With their return came great 
responsibility (though I think 
frontman Trey might quote 
Russell Hammond with “Didn’t 
we all get into this to avoid 
responsibility?”). The live shows 
have been met with widespread 
approval from phans, but could 
the new studio material pass the 
test? Appropriately titled “Joy,” 
Phish’s � rst studio album since 
their reunion is a generally fair 

representation of their return 
on the whole. Most realistically 
expected the heyday to be over 
but were elated to just relive the 
gift of Phish. The phenomenal 
producer Steve Lilywhite 
(“Billy Breathes”) saw to it 
that unwrapping “Joy” would 
not disappoint. It has all the 
elements of classic Phish: funk, 
echoing chorus, harmonies and 
the combination of Anastasio’s 
distinct guitar solos and the 
tinkling of piano.

On the title track Trey sings 
“All the places and people 
belong to the puzzle, but one of 
the pieces is gone and it’s you, 
Joy, it’s you,” perhaps describing 
the mutual feeling of band and 
audience when they break into 
“You Enjoy Myself.” With a 
nod to the fans in repetition of 
“this is your song too,” Joy is a 

celebration of the band’s love of 
playing music. 

There is, of course, an epic 
13.5-minute tune. “Time Turns 
Elastic,” is perhaps the biggest 
disappointment of the album. 
In the � rst half the music opens 
itself up for opportunities to jam, 
but instead Trey 
drowns them 
with vocals. 
About half way 
through, the 
overwhelming 
spiraling piano 
gives room to a 
unison melody 
with the guitar. 
P r e s u m a b l y, 
some of the 
verses would be 
dropped in a live 
performance for 
solos.

For Phish fanatics “Joy” 
will be whatever you want it 
to be. It can be an inevitable 
failure or the triumphant, long 
awaited return you’d hoped 
for. For moderate fans, it’s a 
good album made by great 
rockers. 

I worry about you, Vanderbilt. 
Whether it is pop, rock, grunge, 
or hip-hop, you don’t attend 
enough musical events. We need 
to get Vanderbilt back out there 
on the map — plugging through 
the streets so that the rest of 
Tennessee does not swallow our 
260 acres of land whole. 

Last Tuesday, on September 9, 
2009, The Rutledge hosted a $5 
music night for four bands to 
showcase their latest material, 
and it was a night to remember. 

Unfortunately, the crowd was 
a little small for my liking, but 
that’s what you get at a venue 
with a 250-person capacity that 
is dedicated to local and regional 
music. Manic Bloom, a punk rock 
band with an interesting dynamic 
evoked by the unusual addition 
of a keyboard, led off the night. 
Intellectually stimulating, they 
know their game but also bang 
their heads up and down, really 
able to rile up the crowd no matter 
its small size. At 9:09, the vocalist 
asked everyone to raise their 
glasses and share the moment, 
one that could have been a lot 

better had more people attended. 
Manic Bloom also covered Muse 
and played some Ska. 

The second set blew me away. 
Darling Bright, a rock band with 
a female lead singer, took the 
show in a necessary progression 
and totally changed the attitude 
of the night. The vocals with 
lyrics something along the lines 
of “dream-on, dream-on” or 
“turn it off-turn it off, start it 
over” were certainly catchy. 

Next up was Track Fighter. With 
a Foo Fighters look and a heavy 
metal twist, these guys know how 
to rock. Their set was followed 

by Burning Yesterday, whose 
lead singer might actually be the 
next Fall Out Boy. It’s crazy. They 
call themselves Christian Rock 
but have enough angst and will 
power to get teenagers out of 
their seats. 

The evening was a strong 
step in the right direction for 
Nashville music. What I’d really 
like to see is some Men of Paws, 
some Features, and maybe even 
a little Talk� ne … But for now, 
things seem to be turning around. 
For those who don’t know, The 
Rutledge is located right next to 
the Nashville Symphony. 

Cinema’s greatest murder 
mysteries, from “Se7en” 
to “Scream,” have drawn 
audiences to the theaters 
for generations. Fans of 
“Insomnia” or “Red Dragon” 
may be surprised to learn just 
how much this genre owes to 
the 1931 German classic “M,” 
a black-and-white production 
from the dawn of the sound era. 
Director Fritz Lang envisioned 
Berlin as a gritty, depraved 
metropolis filled with criminals, prostitutes, 
alcohol and cigarette smoke. The success of 
“M,” in particular, gave Lang high status with 
the rising Nazi establishment. Lang, a man 
with Jewish heritage, wisely fled Germany in 
1933.

“M” follows the search for a child murderer 
whose crimes are so heinous that police 
officers have overrun the city, much to the 
irritation of the criminal underworld, which 
launches its own operation to catch the 
elusive killer. The impeccable filmmaking of 
the first half includes an early and influential 
use of the montage as scenes of the criminals 
and the government formulating their plans 
to monitor every corner of the city are fluidly 
intercut. This technique is 
now instilled in the fabric 
of cinema, appearing, for 
example, throughout “The 
Dark Knight.”

The action culminates when 
thugs corner the killer, played 
by the innocent-looking, 
mouse-like Peter Lorre, in a 
large office building. His eyes 
dart nervously as he scurries 
through the shadows; it’s 
an elaborate game of hide-
and-seek made unbearably 
suspenseful by a gloomy 
atmosphere of near-silence.

The final act 
delves into philosophical debate as Lorre 
pleads for his life, claiming, “I can feel it 
burning within me. I must go the way that 
I’m driven … I have to do it … I must.” The 
atrocious 1940 anti-Semitic Nazi propaganda 
film “Der ewige Jude” (“The Wandering 
Jew”) egregiously misuses this segment. The 
narrator calmly announces “The Jew Peter 
Lorre in the role of a child murderer with the 
notion that not the murderer, but his victim, 
is guilty; normal judgment is twisted by the 
sympathetic portrayal of the criminal to gloss 
over and excuse the crime.” “M” intended 
nothing of the sort as the film makes no effort 
to excuse the murders. Undeniably, thought, 
Fritz’s film had a major impact on history.

Mel Brooks’ “Blazing 
Saddles” is an amazing film. 
Not only does it smash racist 
issues of its time, but it also 
applies to the concepts of 
race today. “Blazing Saddles” 
takes film narrative to the next 
level. It builds up stereotypes 
and destroys them just as fast 
with its comical arrangement 
of jokes and actors, such as 
Cleavon Little, Gene Wilder, 
who played Willy Wonka, 
Madeline Kahn, and Mel 
Brooks himself.

You’ll catch yourself 
laughing at jokes that most 
people today would be too 
afraid to even utter. Any 
group of people could laugh 
at this film without feeling 
offended, and Mel Brooks 
would encourage that to 

happen. Brooks does well to 
mix the stereotypical ideals of 
races with the comical style 
of writing that has made him 
such a well-known director.

I was introduced to this 
film a few weeks ago and 
still can’t stop laughing 
at the back-to-back jokes 
that this film has to offer. 
Even the special features 
documentary, entitled “Back 
in the Saddle,” displays the 
dynamic characteristics of 
the producer, writers and 
actors. When Brooks talked 
about finding the right 
person to play the Waco Kid, 
he said, “I wanted a leathery 
face guy, an older guy, and a 
guy who maybe had, at one 
point in his life, an affair with 
the bottle. An old alky would 
be perfect.” This closeness 
to detail is what adds to the 

realism of the film. 
After watching the 

documentary, I understand 
just how unique and modern 
“Blazing Saddles” really is. 
Seeing all of the pieces of the 
film coming together, from 
the many different changes 
in what actor will play who 
to the fart scene that would 
make history, it’s easy to see 
why this film is considered 
a classic. In my opinion, this 
film has surpassed many 
of the comical movies that 
I’ve seen today, and I have 
actually considered this film 
one of, if not my favorite, 
films of all time.

So I would suggest seeing 
this film especially if you enjoy 
other films by Mel Brooks, 
such as “Young Frankenstein” 
and “Robin Hood: Men in 
Tights.” You won’t regret it. 

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Something “Wicked” this way 
comes to Tennessee Performing 
Arts Center’s Andrew Jackson 
Hall, and sold-out audiences agree 
that Nashville’s theatre scene is 
better off for going green. 

A clever re-imagining of L. 
Frank Baum’s classic “The Wizard 
of Oz,” “Wicked” untangles 
what happened before Dorothy 
dropped in. Elphaba, whose green 
appearance conceals her heart of 
gold, embodies the quintessentially 
misunderstood young girl. Galinda 
(and the ‘Ga’ is silent, by the way) 
is the play’s popular bombshell who soon learns that 
her life may not be so perfect after all. Of course, 
these two seemingly different young girls loathe each 
other until an unfortunately pointed hat, a Shiz-tastic 
party, and the shared love for the same handsome 
prince bring them together as friends. This friendship, 
however, is challenged when a whirlwind of events 
forces the two young heroines to redefine themselves 
while discovering what truly makes one wicked. 

Not only do we discover how these two young 
Ozians later become “Glinda the Good” and the 
“Wicked Witch of the West,” other questions that 

you never knew you had are answered throughout 
the course of the two-and-a-half hour production. 
Why, for instance, does the Tin Man have no heart 
or how exactly did those monkeys get their wings? 
Perhaps most importantly, though, we are challenged 
to reconsider the dilemma of good versus evil — and 
you may even find yourself switching sides!

It seems that “Wicked” has cast its spell on Nashville 
theatergoers as well. TPAC’s Jackson Hall has been 
packed to capacity as long-time fans of the production 
and soon-to-be fanatics have descended on downtown 
for the musical. Even TPAC itself is sporting the 

same shade of “verdigris” worn by 
Elphaba. A fountain of green and 
other wickedly exotic decorations 
adorn Jackson Hall’s lobby, and 
TPAC’s resident potion masters are 
serving up a new elixir called “The 
Flying Monkey” to the 21-and-up 
crowd. Morton’s, the steakhouse on 
Church Street, also played host to a 
recent cast party where actors and 
VIP guests enjoyed refreshments, 
conversation among “Wicked” 
enthusiasts, and photo opportunities 
against an all-too-appropriate 
emerald backdrop. 

While tickets for “Wicked” have 
long been gone, the production 
has set the stage for a fantastic 
Broadway season at TPAC — 
proving that there really is “no 
place like home” for great theatre 
in downtown Nashville.

A team of college basketball 
players, none recruited and 
most with no high school 
experience, struggle to break 
their school’s 243 conference 
game losing streak. Sounds 
like the plot of a formulaic 
Will Ferrell comedy, right? 
Wrong. “Quantum Hoops” 
chronicles the 2006 season 
of the California Institute 
of Technology’s men’s 
basketball team, which 
consists mostly of engineers, 
computer scientists 
and physicists, who just 
happened to show up for 
the first practice. The 2007 
documentary avoids most 
of the tired “inspirational 
sports movie” clichés, instead 
illuminating true human 
perseverance. The result is 
deeply inspiring.

David Duchovny narrates 
the story, which jumps back 
to the founding of Caltech 
and slowly traces the history 
of its basketball program to 
the present day, occasionally 
stopping to describe the 
feats of graduates, pivotal 
moments in the college’s 
history and amusing 
pranks.

Caltech Coach Roy Dow 
takes his job seriously, never 
crying out in anguish nor 
belittling the situation, 
quite an accomplishment 
considering in a recent 
season his team lost by an 
average of 60 points. The 
players, several of whom 
we learn quite a bit about, 
take each loss with humility, 
showing up for the next 
practice ready to try their 
best.

It’s a testament to the 
strength of the story that 
the movie easily overcomes 
the unremarkable montages 
(did we really need Vietnam

combat-protest clips 
set to “Fortunate 
Son?”) and ceaselessly 
soppy soundtrack of 
heart-tugging strings 
and booming cymbals. 
The final game is
