Nashville Police Institute Game Night
for At-Risk Youth to Combat “Boredom

NASHVILLE- Metro Nashville Police have begun a crime-
prevention program in which teens identified as at-risk youth
are provided the option of “Game Night” in various inner-city
locations. This initiative has been started in response to the
sharp spike in crimes in the Nashville area, especially in the ar-
eas of Vanderbilt’s campus.

“We're finding that most recent crimes have been commit-
ted on weekday nights, when youths have little else to do but
perpetrate what we're referring to as ‘boredom crimes,” program
director Sheryl Ward stated. “What we're providing them is an
outlet through which they can channel into board games that
energy which otherwise might develop into armed robberies”

Program participants say they have benefitted from MNP’s ef-
forts.

OSKARSHAMN, SWEDEN- The European Counter-Jelly Resistance Movement
(ECJRM) reported this past week that their forces were overwhelmed by a massive
attack by thousands of moon jellyfish. Operators of OKG, a Swedish energy com-
pany, manually shut down a nuclear power plant as they trapped the tons of lethal
jellyfish in the reactor coolant pipes.

This behavior is not uncommon in the Animal Kingdom, as is evidenced by our na-
tion’s politicians.”

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Show Marcus Johnson’s Life

Upon dying on October 16 of a sudden case of

“The eponymous main character has become
immensely unsympathetic and defined by inac-
tion,” brother and successful businessman Mi-
chael Johnson said in a review of the show’s 37th
season, which ran from 1963 to 1964.

A eulogy was given by acquaintance and televi-
sion producer Vince Gilligan, who announced a
spinoff starring Stanley Johnson, Marcus John-
son’s drug addict grandson.

Center last week for a special practice with the Vanderbilt football team’s
defensive corps, in the hopes to teach the players how to “shut it down”

In a brief Q&A session before practice began, the group of lawmakers—which included top House
Republicans and Tea Party-affiliated senators—promised that their visit had nothing to do with the
two-week closure of the federal government’s non-essential functions. House Majority Leader Eric
Cantor (R-VA) then led the team warmup, urging the struggling defense, which had given up 51
points to Missouri at Vanderbilt’s October 5 homecoming game, to “focus entirely on filling in the
gaps, on stopping any progress that the guys across from you are trying to make. When you shut it
down, you have to do it completely. No progress allowed, whatsoever”

“This is a game changer;” Cantor affirmed, deliberately failing to mention the last-minute rule
changes that prevented House Democrats from calling for a vote on Senate-drafted continuing reso-
lutions that would have prevented the shutdown.

Speaker of the House John Boehner (R-OH) then split off and began working with the defensive
line, which has allowed 195 yards and two touchdowns on quarterback rushes during SEC play,
exclaiming during one conditioning drill: “Make ‘em hurt, make ‘em bleed! Most of all, you need to
make ‘em pay!” Boehner continued with fervor, artfully neglecting to draw a connection to his efforts
to defund the expansion of health insurance to millions.

“This is our house!” Sen. Ted Cruz (R-TX) bellowed to the linebacking corps, which has been

tackling. “Catch ‘em off guard, then blow ‘em to smithereens!” Lee yelled from across the field, can-
nily sidestepping the fact that NASA’s asteroid detection program had stopped and that federal
investigations into chemical plant explosions had slowed to a crawl.

Cantor and Boehner then called the defense in for a huddle, leading a rousing rendition of “Anchor
Down!”

With a smile, Cruz called the practice “a great return to fundamentals,” adding, “I like that cheer. I
might just have to take that back to Washington with me.”

4. Preheat oven to 350 F because you forgot to do it at the start of this
whole ordeal.

5. Wait for the oven to get hot. Maybe take out your trash or do some
dishes.

6. Put the muffin tin into the oven and let the brookies bake until
they're finished baking.

7. Enjoy your tasty treat!

(Note: There are many ways to make this dish even unhealthier. In-
stead of brownies, try heroin. For a richer taste, replace any one in-
gredient in the recipe with butter. For a naughty treat, don’t bake the
sludge in step 2 and use it as sex lube instead.)
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
