WANDERBILT University Medical Center has a three-fold mis-
sion-the education of health professionals, research in medi-
cal sciences, and patient care. This mission is carried out in

three main operating units-the School of Medicine, the School of Nurs-
ing, and the 661-bed Vanderbilt University Hospital, where patients re-
ceive exemplary care from physicians and nurses who are creative
teachers and scholars, instructing their students in healing sickness and
unraveling its mysteries.

Members of the faculty maintain proficiency and establish working re-
lationships in the professional community by participating directly in pa-
tient care. Their practice encourages the free flow of ideas among the
School of Medicine, the School of Nursing, and the University Hospital,
and facilitates joint research activities. As a result, the Medical Center
can undertake significant, innovative programs that set the standard for
health care in the region.

Such outstanding service has established Vanderbilt's reputation as a
referral center for the Southeast. Physicians from other states and foreign
countries refer to Vanderbilt those patients whose health problems de-
mand interdisciplinary skills and expert knowledge. Consequently, stu-
dents in the Medical Center encounter a wider range of diseases than
they would likely see in many years of private practice.

The Medical Center furnishes support for University-wide programs in
engineering and law-and makes possible the Ann Geddes Stahlman
professorship in medical ethics as well as interdisciplinary programs in
philosophy, religion, and the social sciences.

Through the education of physicians, nurses, biomedical scientists,
and technicians in allied health professions-and through the best poss-
ible care of patients-Vanderbilt Medical Center works to improve the
health of the individual. Through scholarship and research leading to
new knowledge about the nature, treatment, and prevention of disease,
the Medical Center works to improve the health of all.

Facilities

Vanderbilt University Hospital
The hospital is a dramatic, twin-tower structure of red brick, especially

equipped to provide complex and vital services to its patients, continuing
Vanderbilt's century-old tradition of the best in patient care.

Rudolph A. Light Hall

Completed in 1977, Light Hall provide classroom and laboratory
space for tudent in th School of Medicine. It hou e the department
of biochemi try and phy iology and the Howard Hughe Medical In-
stitute. amed for Dr. Rudolph A. Light, former profe or of surgery
and member of the Board of Trust, Light Hall i connected by tunnel to
the We t Wing of Medical Center orth and to the Ho pital.

Medical Center orth

Outpatient clinic, the 21-bed ewman Clinical Re earch Center, Co-
operative Care Center, dietary ervice, and most other support func-
tion are in Medical Center orth. The complex al 0 house such
specialized treatment and re earch units a the Burn Center, the Re-
habilitation Center for patients with evere physical handicaps, Vander-
bilt Institute for Treatment of Alcoholi m (VITA), and Physical Therapy
Services.

Faculty and administrative offices and research space for all Medical
School departments except biochemistry, neurology, and physiology are
in Medical Center orth. The original portions of the building were com-
pleted in 1925. Since that time a number of connecting wings and build-
ings have been added:

A. B. Leamcd Laboratories. Completed in 1961 and dedicated primarily
to research in the basic sciences, this building is shared with the general
University and is attached to Medical Center North at the north side.

West Wing. Known as the Round Wing, this portion was completed in
1962.

West Court Building. Completed in 1964, this building is entered off
the plaza connecting Medical Center orth with the hospital.

Zerfoss Building. Completed in 1967, the Zerfoss Building is located
north of the Round Wing.

Northwest Court. This wing, also completed in 1967, is located north
of the Round Wing.

Joe and Howard Werthan Building. The Werthan Building, completed in
1972, fronts on 21st Avenue South.

Vanderbilt Child and Adolescent Psychiatric Hospital

Opened in 1985 as a joint venture of Vanderbilt and the Hospital Cor-
poration of America, this ho pital provide care for children and adoles-
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cents with general psychiatric problems, chemical dependency, and
psycho omatic and neuropsychiatric problems. The hospital is a regional
referral center for middle Tennessee and serves as a teaching and re-
search facility for medical students and resident physicians in psychia-
try.

Medical Center 50lltll

The Medical Center South includes inpatient facilities for child psychi-
atry, the department of neurology, the Jerry Lewis euromuscular Dis-
ea e Re earch Center, the Comprehensive Development Evaluation
Center, and the Office of Space and Facilities Planning-Medical Center.

Vallderbilt Clillic

The Vanderbilt Clinic, with 535,000 square feet of space on five levels,
hou es a number of medical specialty practice areas, the c1inicallaborato-
rie , a center for comprehen ive cancer treatment, a rehabilitation center,
a day surgery center, and the Children's Hospital Outpatient Center. The
clinic was opened in February 1988.

Mary Raglalld Godcllallx Hall

Contains classrooms and offices of the School of Nursing faculty.

Center for Nursing Research

Established in 1987 jointly by the School of Nursing, Vanderbilt Hospi-
tal, and Veteran's Administration Hospital, the Center for Nursing Re-
search will be used to develop and test clinical devices and instruments;
conduct research in patient care, nursing management, and related is-
sues; and set up models of health care problems, delivery systems, fiscal
analysis, and staffing ratios. The center is on the third floor of Godchaux
Hall.

Helene Fuld Instructional Media Center

Established in 1967 by the Helene Fuld Health Trust and housed in
Godchaux Hall, the center provides multimedia learning materials, in-
cluding computer terminals and microcomputers, either in a carrel area
or in classrooms. More than 1,000 programs are available for instruc-
tional purposes. In addition, the School of Nursing receives new pro-
grams via the Helene Fuld television network that serves all the schools
in the Helene Fuld Health Trust system.
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Langford Auditorium

Located in the Medical Center area, this 1,200-seat facility is for gen-
eral University use.

Bill Wilkerson Hearing and Speech Center

A community-operated diagnostic and treatment center for audiologi-
cal and speech problems, the Wilkerson Center is located at Edgehill Av-
enue and 19th Avenue South.

Center for Health Services

The Center for Health Services, occupying a historic residence near the
Round Wing, is a multidisciplinary entity with campus-wide student
and faculty participation. It was founded in 1971 to encourage and pur-
sue improvements in health care, primarily in under-served commu-
nities. The curriculum of the center is designed around current health
care issues. Outreach projects are directed by students with faculty ad-
vice. At present, course offerings for medical students are non-credit
and elective credit in certain departments.

Medical Arts Building

Erected in 1955, the Medical Arts Building provides members of the
clinical faculty with convenient office space and houses a number of Van-
derbilt Hospital outpatient clinics.

Cooper Building

Twelve miles from campus, on the grounds of the Middle Tennessee
Mental Health Institute, the Cooper Building has been made available to
Vanderbilt by the State of Tennessee. It houses the Tennessee Neuro-
psychiatric Institute, which is dedicated to clinical and basic research in
the area of mental health.

Affiliated Facilities

Vanderbilt is closely affiliated with the 485-bed Veterans Administra-
tion Medical Center-a Vice-Chancellor's Committee hospital containing
439 acute-care beds and outpatient facilities-and with the Howard
Hughes Medical Institute, which occupies the seventh floor of Rudolph
A. Light Hall.

The Nashville Metropolitan General Hospital and Saint Thomas Hos-
pital are closely affiliated with the educational programs of the Medical
and Nursing schools. The Medical Center also utilizes the facilities of
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Baptist Hospital, the Luton Community Mental Health Center, the Metro
Nashville-Davidson County Health Department, and Park View, South-
ern Hills, and West Side hospitals.

Medical Center Library

Founded in 1906 as the library of the School of Medicine, the Medical
Center Library was moved in 1964 to its present location in the northeast
wing of Medical Center North. These quarters were improved and ex-
panded in 1977. The library serves the bibliographical and informational
needs of all Vanderbilt University personnel who are engaged in the
study, teaching, or practice of the health sciences and is a major informa-
tion resource for the health professionals of this region.

The Iibrary, which is also the official archive of the Medical Center,
contains over 150/000 volumes. About two-thirds of these are bound
periodicals, and nearly 1/900 current periodicals and serial publications
are received on subscription. The History of Medicine Room houses a
collection of materials illustrating the roots and development of medicine
and nursing, especially in the United States.

In addition to the resources of the Medical Center Library, readers
have access to the total resources of the Jean and Alexander Heard Li-
brary/ numbering over 1.6 million volumes. Included are the Central, Di-
vinity/ Education, Law, Management, Music, and Science libraries.
Access to materials in the Medical Center Library is provided through
the Library/s integrated, automated system, Acorn. Public catalog termi-
nals are located in all library divisions and units, and circulation of
books is handled by this new system, as well.

The Medical Center Library provides seating for some 200 readers. It
offers a wide range of services, including reference assistance and advice
on bibliographic matters; instruction and orientation in use of library re-
sources and in information retrieval; literature searches; document deliv-
ery; and the usual circulation, reserve book circulation, and copying
services. On-line access to MEDLINE and the many other computer-
based information retrieval services is also available. The library partici-
pates in various cooperative ventures and projects, including the Online
Computer Library Center (OCLC) and the nationwide Regional Medical
Library Program.

In 1978 Vanderbilt established the Canby Robinson Society in honor of
George Canby Robinson, M.D., the Medical School's first dean. It was
through Dr. Robinson's leader hip that the teaching hospital and the re-
search laboratorie were placed under one roof, thrusting Vanderbilt to
the forefront of medical education. His innovation regarding the diversity
of the Medical School's curriculum, with emphasis on biomedical re-
search and improved health care, is a legacy that continues today.

The six-hundred-plus members, including an active board, provide
impetus to the Medical Center's philanthropic programs. Through the
leadership of this group, private support to the Medical Center has in-
creased over the past several years, with the society contributing over
four million dollar last year.

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The Environment

Favored for its key location in the rapidly developing sunbelt region,
Nashville offers unique professional, cultural, and recreational oppor-
tunities.

The modern buildings and restored historic structures punctuating the
downtown skyline give graphic evidence of the city's business vitality.
Nashville has long been known as a center of banking, finance, publish-
ing, and insurance. The rapid expansion of manufacturing and service
operations since 1960 has completed a picture of prosperity that resists
the swings of national economic cycles. Nashville is home base for a
number of major national corporations, including Hospital Corporation
of America, Genesco, and Aladdin Industries. Many major manufactur-
ing installations-among them Dupont, Ford, Avco, Nissan, and the
new General Motors' Saturn facility-are located in the area.

Nashville is the state capital, and government agencies constitute a
substantial portion of the city's economic base. In addition, the city's six-
teen colleges and universities include two major medical centers- Van-
derbilt and Meharry Medical College-and studies in the health sciences
are enriched by Nashville's status as a regional medical center for the
Southeastern states.

More than a dozen colleges and universities attract more than thirty
thousand students from the U.S. and around the world. Vanderbilt is the
best known of these institutions, which form a broad, influential com-
munity of higher education and earn Nashville the nickname 'I\thens of
the South."

Cultural life is greatly enriched by the Tennessee Performing Arts Cen-
ter, with auditorium facilities for the Nashville Symphony Orchestra and
a.great variety of theatrical and musical presentations. In addition, mu-
SIC, drama, and dance performances by both touring and resident artists
are regularly scheduled events on the Vanderbilt campus .
. S~me of the most sophisticated soundstage and television studio facili-

ties In the United States are here. RCA, Columbia, and many other rec-
ord companies have offices and recording studios in Nashville, which
enjoys longstanding fame as Music City, U.S.A.
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ashville's many restaurants cater to dining preferences ranging from
barbecue and turnip greens to Peking duck. Entertainment choices are
likewise wide-ranging, from hole-in-the-wall bluegrass e tablishments to
swank, showcase supper clubs. For recreation, the area surrounding

ashville is a natural for hiking, camping, and caving. An abundance of
streams and rivers allows boaters to choose lazy, scenic float trips or the
thrilling trials of whitewater. Old Hickory and Percy Priest lakes, each
about thirty minute from Vanderbilt, are popular with skiers, sailors,
and angler . The a hville Sounds play ba eball April through Septem-
ber and, together with Vanderbilt's football, basketball, and other South-
eastern Conference teams, generate sports excitement throughout the
school year.

The city's many beautiful residential areas, easily accessible to offices,
hopping, and recreation, provide a comfortable environment for family

life.
All these diverse elements of the city are drawn together by a pro-

gressive form of city-county metropolitan government that has been
studied and adopted by many other cities since its inception in 1964.

The University

One-and-a-half mile from Nashville's downtown business district lies
Vanderbilt University's 330-acre campus, which adjoins and includes the
Medical Center facilities. Here arrogant squirrels scamper across broad
lawns and up the glossy-leaved magnolias and towering oaks that shade
the brick walkways connecting all parts of the University complex.

Vanderbilt was founded in the reconstruction period following the
Civil War, when Commodore Cornelius Vanderbilt gave a million dollars
to build and endow a university that would "contribute to strengthening
the ties which should exist between all sections of our common country."
Medical education has been an integral part of the University from its
very beginning. The School of Nursing was founded in 1909.

Today Vanderbilt is a private, selective university with a strong faculty
of nearly 1,400 full-time members and a diverse student body of about
8,600 from "all sections of our common country." Academic work is still
governed by the honor system that was inaugurated at the school's
founding. The University now consists of ten schools:

The College of Arts and Science, offering the Bachelor of Arts and Bach-
elor of Science.

The Graduate Sclwol, offering the Master of Arts, the Master of Arts in
Teaching, the Master of Science, and the Doctor of Philosophy.

Blair Sclwol of Music, offering studies leading to the Bachelor of Music
degree.

The Divinity Sclwol, offering the Master of Divinity and the Doctor of
Ministry.

The School of Engineering, offering the Bachelor of Engineering, the
Bachelor of Science, and the Master of Engineering.
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The School of Law, offering the Doctor of Jurisprudence.
The School of Medicine, offering the Doctor of Medicine.
The School of Nursing, offering the Bachelor of Science in Nursing and

the Master of Science in Nursing.
Owen Graduate School of Management, offering the Master of Business

Administration.
Peabody College offering the Bachelor of Science, the Master of Educa-

tion, the Master of Library Science, the Specialist in Education, and the
Doctor of Education.

o honorary degrees are conferred.
Vanderbilt is a member of the Association of American Universities

and is accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.





Life at Vanderbilt

WANDERBILT provides a full complement of auxiliary services to
meet the personal needs of students, to make life on the
campus comfortable and enjoyable, and to provide the proper

setting for academic endeavor.

Housing Facilities

The Office of Residential and Judicial Affairs provides suitable and ap-
propriate housing for as many graduate and professional students as
possible. Applications and inquiries concerning housing should be ad-
dressed to the Office of Residential and Judicial Affairs, Box 1677, Station
B, Vanderbilt University, ashville, Tennessee 37235, as soon as notice of
admission is received. A $200 deposit is required at the time of applica-
tion.

Entering students who apply by 1 May are given priority for housing
space. After 1 May, assignment is made on the basis of the date of ap-
plication.

Apartments are leased for the entire academic year. Students who are
assigned space on the campus are thus committed for one year and
should understand that only withdrawal from the University will cause
the lease to be terminated.

Residential occupancy is subject to the terms and conditions of a lease
executed by the occupants. Only full-time students at Vanderbilt are eli-
gible for campus apartments. Apartments must be vacated within
twenty-four hours if the occupants cease to be students.

Because housing on the campus is limited, unmarried students must
share apartments: two per efficiency, two per one-bedroom, and three
per two-bedroom.
. University housing for graduate and professional students is available
In the following facilities:

Lewis House, on the south side of campus, is an eleven-story apart-
ment building with air-conditioned efficiency, one-bedroom, and two-
bedroom apartments. It is primarily for married students. There are rec-
reational facilities for children.

Oxford House contains efficiency and one-bedroom apartments in an
~Ieven-story building on 21st Avenue South at Dixie Place, near the Med-
Ical Center. These apartments are usually assigned to single students.
There are no provisions for children.

The Married Students Apartments, located at the eastern edge of
campus on 18th Avenue South are town-house apartments with living
room and kitchen downstairs and two bedrooms upstairs. The apart-
ments are designed for families.

The Garrison Apartment complex on 18th Avenue South has air-condi-
tioned efficiency and one-bedroom units. Single as welJ as married stu-
dents are assigned here.

Off-Campus Housing

The Office of Residential and Judicial Affairs maintains a listing of
available off-campu accommodations in the a hville area. The majority
of rental property i clo e to the campu . Co t, furni hings, and condi-
tions vary greatly. For best choices, students seeking off-campus housing
should visit the office by early July for sugge tions and guidance.

Food Services

Several dining facilitie on campus offer a va,iety of type of service
and food. Branscomb Dining Hall, th Divinity Refectory, the Cumber-
land Room (Hill Center), the Rand and Commodore Dining Rooms
(Rand Hall), and McTyeire Dining Hall all offer complete menu . At least
two of these facilitie are open even days a week, from 7 a.m. till 7 p.m.

The Overcup Oak in Sarratt Student Center has an informal, pub-like
atmosphere. Specialty foods are available for lunch and dinner. Another
facility is the cafeteria in the Vanderbilt Clinic.

Through liberal board plans ranging from $200 to $1400 per semester,
students may use the Commodore Card to purchase food, alia carte, at
any of the above listed locations.

Psychological and Counseling Center

The Psychological and Counseling Center is a broad-based service
center available to students, faculty, staff members, and their immediate
families. Services include:
-Individual and group counseling for personal problems and issues
-Group support programs for learning special techniques or skills such

as relaxation, assertiveness, marital communication, reading and
study skills, and weight, stress, and time management

-Administration of national testing programs
-Career counseling
-Outreach and consultation with faculty and staff

Those eligible for services may make appointments by visiting the Psy-
chological and Counseling Center at 300 Oxford House, at Twenty-first
Avenue South and Dixie Place, or by calling 322-2571.
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Student Health Service

The Vanderbilt Student Health Service is a student-oriented facility
that provides medical care for chronic and acute conditions. The director
of the Health Service is a tenured member of the Medical Center faculty.

The following general health services are provided without charge:
- Visits to staff physicians and nurse practitioners
-Personal counseling by psychiatrists and psychologists
-Routine treatments, dressings, and suturings
-Confidential testing to detect common communicable diseases
-Educational information and speakers for campus groups

Students are billed for any services provided by the Medical Center;
many ervice, however, may be covered by the student hospitalization
insurance policy.

The Zerfoss Student Health Service is open from 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.,
Monday through Friday, and 8:30 a.m. until noon on Saturday. Students
are a ked to call for appointments when possible, but "walk-ins' are
helped on a first-come first-served basis. When the Health Center is
closed, tudents may receive medical care at the emergency room of Van-
derbilt University Hospital. They will be charged for emergency room
service, but a part of this cost may be covered under the student insur-
ance plan.

A twenty-four-hour consultation service is also available (except during
summer and scheduled academic breaks) by calling 322-2427.

Hospitalization Insurance Plan

All students at Vanderbilt are required to have adequate hospitaliza-
tion insurance coverage, and a health insurance plan is offered through
the University. This plan is designed to provide hospital, surgical, and
major medical benefits. A brochure explaining the limits, exclusions, and
benefits of insurance coverage and a waiver/acceptance card are mailed
to all new and returning medical students prior to registration.

The annual premium is in addition to tuition. Coverage extends from
21 August until 20 August of the following year, whether a student re-
mains in school or is away from the University. Students are responsible
for submitting the appropriate claim forms in order to obtain payment
for each episode of hospitalization.

A medical student who does not wish to subscribe to the insurance
plan offered through the University must notify the Medical School Of-
fice of Financial Aid of adequate coverage under another policy. Students
will automatically be covered under the University policy unless a waiver
card is received by.the Medical School Office of Financial Aid before 15
October. Returning students must submit an acceptance/waiver card
each year if they wish to waive student health insurance.

Family Coverage. An additional premium is cha~ged for family hosp~-
tal coverage. Married students who wish to provide coverage for theu
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famiIie may ecure an application form from the Medical School Office
of Financial Aid at the time of registration.

Intcnzatiollal Studcnt Covcragc. International tudents and their
dependents re iding in the United State are required to purcha e for-
eign- tudent health in urance. 0 exceptions are made unle s, in the
judgment of the Univer ity, adequate coverage i provided from orne
other ource.

Vanderbilt Child Care Center operates as a service to University taff,
faculty members, and students. The program serves children, six weeks
old through kindergarten. Tuition is determined by the child's age and
family income. The center is open from 6:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Dailyac-
tivities always include outdoor play, music, art, and listening experi-
ences. Additional information is available from the Vanderbilt Child Care
Center, Box 83, Peabody College, a hville, Tenne see 37203.
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Police and Security

Of primary concern to the Department of Police and Security is the
protection of tudents, faculty and staff members, and the assets of the
Univer ity. Security services are provided in respons~ to this concern.

Shllttle Blls Service

The Univer ity Shuttle Bus Service operates from 7 a.m. to 2 a.m.,
Monday through Friday, and 6 p.m. to 2 a.m. on weekends. The bus is
acce ible to per ons with disabilities. Schedule and route information
may be obtained at the Department of Police and Security. The shuttle
bus ervice operate on a revi ed chedule during academic break peri-
ods, but doe not operate on holidays.

Escort Service

A vehicular or walking e cort service is available after dark for persons
who need an e cort for personal safety reasons or for those who need
tran portation because of phy ical disability. The telephone number for
the ervice i 321-88 8.

The e highly visible phones are strategically placed around the
campus. Simply lifting the receiver identifies the location and sends an
immediate message to the Department of Police and Security.

Lost alld FOlllld

Articles abandoned on campus are turned in to the Department of Po-
lice and Security in Alexander Hall, 2505 West End Avenue. Students are
advised to label all personal belongings with proper identification.

Vehicles alld Parkillg 011 Camplls

Parking space on campus is severely limited. Cars, motor bikes, and
bicycle owned by students must be registered with the Department of
Police and Security. Students will be assigned to specific areas of the
campus for parking purpo es, but off-campus parking is strongly en-
couraged.

Bishop Joseph Johnson Black Cultural Center

The building that became the center of activities for black stude~ts at
Vanderbilt in the seventies was renovated in 1984 and named for BIshop
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Joseph Johnson (B.D. '54, Ph.D. '58), Vanderbilt's first black student. The
center remains the focal point of social activitie for black students; it
also sponsors lecture, symposia, and musical activities, and provides
academic resources on African and Afro-American culture. The center is
open weekdays from 8:30 a.m. to midnight.

Margaret Cuningglm Women's Center

The Women's Center was establi hed in 1978 to provide support for
women at Vanderbilt and re ource about women, gender, and feminism
for the University community. In 19 7 the center was named in memory
of Margaret Cuninggim, dean of women and later dean of student er-
vice at Vanderbilt.

Programs for students, staff, and faculty are scheduled regularly dur-
ing the fall and spring semesters and are publicized in the monthly
newsletter, Womcll' VU, which i distributed without charge to campus
addre es on reque t. Women' Week, an annual event, occurs in late
March and feature lecture, workshops, and other event celebrating
women' achievement and aspiration .

The center hou e a mall library with an excellent collection of un-
bound materials such as clippings, magazine, and journals. Book circu-
late for two weeks. Copy facilities are available on the premises. The
center is located on West Side Row, and is open weekdays from 8:30 a.m.
to 5 p.m.

Sports and Recreation

Graduate and professional students are encouraged to participate in
the many physical activity classes, intra murals, and sport clubs offered
by the University. Spouses and family members must pay a user fee to
use th facilities (includes towel and locker).

The physical activity classes, including such unusual ones as tac JaVOII

do, wind urfing, and cuba diving, are offered along with the old
standbys: tennis, volleyball, and racquetball. Physical activity classes are
offered on an elective, no-credit basis. Nineteen sport clubs provide op-
portunity for participation in such favorites as sailing, fencing, rugby,
and lacros e.

The University recreation facilities include gymnasiums, indoor and
outdoor tracks, an indoor tennis center plus many outdoor hard courts,
an indoor swimming pool, a nautilus room, racquetball courts, and soft-
ball diamonds. Playing fields are irrigated and constantly maintained to
assure excellent field conditions. Excellent lighting is available for night
games.
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Religious Life

The Office of the University Chaplain and Affiliated Ministries exists
to provide occasions for religious reflection and avenues for service, wor-
ship, and action. There are many opportunities to clarify one's values,
examine per onal faith, and develop a sense of social responsibility. Ma-
jor service projects include the Alternative Spring Break, Vanderbilt
Prison Project, the Oxfam Fast, the Second Harvest Food Bank, the Stu-
dent Y, and the Racial Environment Project.

The Holocau t and Martin Luther King lecture series provide two in-
tense weeks of lectures investigating these climactic historical events and
times.

Baptist, Episcopal, Jewish, Presbyterian, Roman Catholic, and United
Methodist chaplains work with individuals and student groups. Worship
services for Catholics and Episcopalians are held in chapels on campus.
The Univer ity also makes provision for worship by other Christian
groups and for Mu lim students.

Sarratt Student Center

The Madison Sarratt Student Center provides a wide variety of pro-
grams and activities for the campus community. The center is equipped
with a movie theatre where classic and contemporary films are shown
nightly, large and small meeting rooms for conferences and seminars, a
game room, meeting and work space for student organizations, an art
gallery, studio and darkroom space for classes and individual work in
visual arts and photography, facilities for the several campus publica-
tions and radio station, comfortable reading rooms and lounges, and a
deli, The Overcup Oak.

Education Records

Vanderbilt University is subject to the provisions of a federal law
known as the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (the Buckley
Amendment), affording students rights of access to education records
and imposing obligations on the University in the release and disclosure
of those records to third parties.

In order to comply with federal regulations promulgated pursuant to
the Buckley Amendment, Vanderbilt University has formulated and
adopted institutional policies and procedures to be followed by the Uni-
versity and by others with regard to the disclosure of information from
the education records of current and former University students. Copies
of these policies can be obtained by students who are or have been in
attendance at Vanderbilt University from the University Registrar, 239 Al-
exander Hall, ashville, Tennessee 37240.

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Medical Education at Vanderbilt

~

HE Vanderbilt University School of Medicine is committed to
the education of phy icians who are firmly grounded in basic

medical cience, who can recognize, treat, and prevent diseases
and di 'order in their patients, who can obtain, evaluate, and apply the
re ult of cientific re earch, and who can translate their proficiency into
effective humanitarian ervice.

Th medical chool's major strength lies in the quality of its students
and faculty. Thi fact i re pon ible, in part, for the medical school's un-
u ually low attrition rate; Ie s than two percent of Vanderbilt's medical
student fail to graduate within four years, as compared to the national
rate of nine p rcent. Vanderbilt tudent traditionally seek-and re-
ceive- ntrance to re idency programs of high quality throughout the
country.

The faculty, which repre ents a variety of specialties and many strong
re earch programs, has a national and international reputation for excel-
lence in the biomedical science and clinical care. House staff officers
who have teaching dutie receive commendation for their contribution to
the educational program.

The medical chool curriculum contains within its core and elective
component the full pectrum of medicine. The curriculum provides suf-
ficient tructure to afford guidance, with flexibility to encourage initia-
tive. It provide traditional experiences in the subspecialty disciplines of
medicine and offer students research opportunities for academic credit.
To enrich and expand the student's understanding of people and non-
technical aspects of medicine, there are courses in human development,
human behavior, medical philosophy, medical ethics, medical history,
death and dying, and human sexuality.

From among the 3,000 or more applications received each year at the
School of Medicine, approximately a hundred students are chosen for
the first-year class. A hallmark of the Medical School admissions process
is the personal attention to details by the administrative staff and the Ad-
mis ions Committee. The involvement of more than a hundred faculty
members in the interview and evaluation process creates a personal inter-
est in each applicant. One of the most effective components of the ad-
mission proces is the applicant's tour of the Medical School facilities
with a member of the student body as guide.

A special program encourages enrollment of minority and disadvan-
taged students who are invited to visit the campus so that they may be
interviewed and see the Medical School before making a decision regard-
ing acceptance.

Undergraduate medical education is but the beginning of a continuing
47
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process. Following graduation from medical school, there is a period of
further formal training in specialized area of medicine. For the physi-
cian who aspire to a career in academic medicine, additional postdoc-
toral training in re earch is needed. The Vanderbilt program in medical
education provide a ound basis for the phy ician graduate to enter any
field of medicine he or he choo e . Vanderbilt' commitment to medical
education a a lifelong pursuit is evidenced in programs of continuing
education offered to alumni and to phy icians practicing within the re-
gion primarily erved by Vanderbilt Ho pita\.

Mission of the School

The School of Medicine fulfill two parts of the Medical Center' three-
fold mi sion-education and re earch-and contributes to fulfillment of
the third-patient care.

Educatioll. The chool' mis ion i to educate physicians at all levels of
their profe ional experience: undergraduate medical chool; postgradu-
ate education, including basic science and clinical experience; and con-
tinuing education in both formal and informal settings. The faculty seeks
to provide tudents with the attitude and background, ba ed on sound
biomedical science, to continue their education lifelong. At Vanderbilt,
every medical student has access to examples of the highest standards of
biomedical investigation and clinical practice in as many areas of medi-
cine as are feasible within the limits of a four-year cour e of study. The
desired end is a graduate who has been challenged and stimulated by
the best there is to offer in all branches of medicine, a graduate who has
the knowledge necessary to select an appropriate career and to contrib-
ute understanding and information to that chosen area of interest.

Patient Care. A teaching hospital and its extensions into outpatient
care constitute a classroom based on high academic standards. The clini-
cal facility also provides the faculty with a laboratory setting for clinical
research. Faculty members serve as role models for young physicians,
teaching the practice of exemplary patient care at all levels. Model pro-
grams of health care delivery, at primary, secondary, and tertiary levels,
are consistent with the school's responsibility for community service in
the widest context.

Research. In addition to teaching, members of the medical school fac-
ulty have a second and overlapping responsibility as members of the aca-
demic community to generate new knowledge through research.
Exposure to an inquiring faculty sparks the spirit of inquiry in students.
At Vanderbilt, research encompasses basic scientific questions, clinical
problems, and problems related to the health care system itself.

Vanderbilt is recognized as one of the leading medical schools in re-
search activity in the United States. Because students are encouraged to
participate, more than thirty percent have research experience before
they graduate.
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History of the School

The first diplomas issued by Vanderbilt University were to sixty-one
Doctor of Medicine in February of 1875, thanks to an arrangement that
recognized the University of ashville's medical school as serving both
institutions. Thus, Vanderbilt embraced a fully-organized and function-
ing medical chool even before its own campus was ready for classes in
October of that year.

The arrangement continued for twenty more years, until the school
was reorganized under control of the Board of Trust. In the early days,
the School of Medicine was owned and operated as a private property of
the practicing physicians who composed the faculty and received the
fee paid by tudent -a system typical of medical education in the
United States at the time. Vanderbilt made no financial contribution to
the school' support and exercised no control over admission require-
ment , the curriculum, or standards for graduation. After reorganization
under the Vanderbilt Board in 1895, admission requirements were raised,
the course was lengthened, and the system of instruction was changed
to include laboratory work in the basic sciences.

The famou report of Abraham Flexner, published by the Carnegie
Foundation in 1910 and afterward credited with revolutionizing medical
education in America, singled out Vanderbilt as "the institution to which
the responsibility for medical education in Tennessee should just now be
left." La~e grants from Andrew Carnegie and his foundation, and from
the Rockefeller-financed General Education Board, enabled Vanderbilt to
carry out the recommendations of the F1exner Report. (These two phi-
lanthropies, with the addition of the Ford Foundation in recent years,
have contributed altogether more than $20,000,000 to the School of Med-
icine since 1911). The reorganized school drew upon the best-trained sci-
entists and teachers in the nation for its faculty. The full benefits of
reorganization were realized in 1925 when the school moved from the old
South Campus across town to the main campus, thus integrating in-
struction in the medical sciences with the rest of the University. The
school's new quarters were called "the best arranged combination school
and hospital to be found in the United States."

Rudolph A. Light Hall, completed in 1977, is a sophisticated facility
providing much-needed space for medical education and other student
activities. The seven-story structure contains 209,000 square feet of space
housing the latest in laboratory equipment, audio-visual and electronic
teaching tools, and multi-purpose classroom space. The second floor stu-
dent lounge is designed to foster medical student interaction and to per-
mit informal educational experiences-leading to the development of
physicians grounded in the sciences but enlightened by humanitarian
Interests and understanding.

Light Hall is the physical manifestation of Vanderbilt Medical School's
ongoing commitment to excellence in all areas of medical education.
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Objectives of the Program

The medical education faculty eek to provide the a piring phy ician
with:

1. an understandillg of the fUlldamental prillciples illvolved in human de-
velopment, from its Ilormal sequellce to the disorder of development, structure,
alld function. To reach thi under tanding, th tudent mu t acquire ba ic
knowledge concerning th phy ical, chemical, biological, p ychological,
and ocial factor which affect human development.

2. the basic diagllostic kills to recogllize di en e and di orders in tile patient.
To acquire the e kill, th tudent mu t be trained to perform phy ical
examination and laboratory te t and to interpret th re ults within the
framework of th patient' unique hi tory.

3. the kllowledge of,operative and therapeutic procedure to treat disease mId
di order, alld of tire teclllliques and re ources for tlreir prevelltion. To acquire
thi knowledge, th tudent mu t be directly involved with ick patient,
with the clinical proce e requi ite for th ir treatment, and with the
means available for the prevention of di ea e and the maintenance of
health.

4. the trainillg that will enable tire student to keep abrea t of developments ill
medicine after the M.D. degree is earned. The exponential rate at which med-
ical knowledge has grown in the recent pa t and the likelihood that it
will continue to expand with equal rapidity in th future make it impera-
tive that the tudent be expo ed to the method, rigor, and technique of
scientific re earch in order to be able to evaluate and use wi ely the re-
sults of cientific inve tigation.

In its fir t century of profe ional medical education, Vanderbilt has
e tablished a proud tradition. We enter our econd century keenly aware
of what the future demand, prepared to adapt our educational pro-
grams to the health care need of tomorrow. Vanderbilt Medical School
will identify and meet those needs within the context of proven
strengths and our focused mis ion as a school of medicine. The diversity
of emphasis and strength which ha characterized Vanderbilt' fir t hun-
dred years carries us confidently into the future.



Admissions

Requirements for Entrance

Vanderbilt School of Medicine seeks students with a strong back-
ground in both cience and the liberal arts who will have the baccalaure-
ate degree before matriculation. The Medical College Admission Test
(MCAT) i required and u ed along with other observations to predict
succe in preclinical course work.

Applicant mu t pre ent evidence of having satisfactorily completed
the minimum requirement listed below. A semester hour is the credit
value of ixteen weeks of work consisting of one hour of lecture or recita-
tion or at lea t two hours of laboratory.

Biology. Eight erne ter hours, including laboratory, in either general
biology, zoology, or molecular biology. Courses should deal with the
structure and function of living organisms at the cellular and molecular
level.

Chemistry. A minimum of 16 semester hours, 8 in general inorganic
chemistry, including laboratory, and 8 in organic chemistry, covering al-
iphatic and aromatic compounds and including laboratory.

While a year of inorganic chemistry is designated, Vanderbilt will ac-
cept one emester if it represents the fundamental course in chemistry
offered by the college as a satisfactory basis for further courses in chemis-
try. The course must also be considered by the college to be prerequisite
and qualifying for cour e work in organic chemistry.

English and Composition. Six semester hours.
Physics. Eight semester hours, including laboratory. Quantitative lab-

oratory work should be emphasized.
Advanced placement credits are not acceptable in lieu of science re-

quirements. Advanced science courses, however, may be substituted for
the traditional requirements.

Recommendations for Entrance

A broad experience in non-science courses is encouraged, especially
experience beyond the introductory course level in areas such as English,
the humanities, the arts, and the social and behavioral sciences. A major
in non-science courses does not affect selection.

Selection Factors

The Committee for Admissions seeks applicants who have demon-
strated academic excellence and leadership qualities, with broad extra-

51
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curricular experience. Experience in research and evidence of a concern
for other are positive factors for election.

The applicant's e say, letters of recommendation, and the interview are
al 0 important factors in the Committee' evaluation. Interviews are con-
ducted at Vanderbilt and, for those applicants unable to travel to

ashville, regionally.

Medical College Admission Test

The Medical College Admis ion Te t is given under the au pice of the
As ociation of American Medical Colleges and i required of applicant
to Vanderbilt. It i given twice a year at mo t universitie and colleges.
Since the examination core is u ed by medical chools in the election of
applicants, candidates should take the te t in the spring prior to the time
application i submitted.

Application Procedure for Admission

As a convenience to the applicant, Vanderbilt School of Medicine par-
ticipate in the American Medical College Application Service. All ap-
plication materials may be obtained through AMCAS by writing:

The Committee on Admissions evaluates the initial application re-
ceived through the application service. Applicants receiving favorable
initial review are invited to file a final application which includes an in-
terview and a request for letters of evaluation. Applications are received
by AMCAS any time after 15 June and before 1 ovember preceding an
anticipated fall semester enrollment date. Vanderbilt participates in the
Early Decision Program through the American Medical College Applica-
tion Service.

Visiting Medical Students

Visiting students are permitted registration for course work in the
Medical School (if class space is available) with approval of the depart-
ment in which course work is visited and with concurrence of the course
instructor and the Associate Dean for Students. Visiting students must
present evidence of adequate professional liability coverage and health
insurance coverage and pay a registration fee when registering for course
work. Since visiting students have no status for credit as Vanderbilt med-
ical students, they are not issued credit for their experience at Vanderbilt,
nor do they establish a medical-school-based record at Vanderbilt. The
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normal opportunities and prerogatives of regularly enrolled medical stu-
dent are not available to visiting students. The visiting student is sub-
ject to all regulations of the University as well as to any special
regulations relating to visiting student status as determined by the de-
partment, the course instructor, or the Dean or his deputy.

Medical Scientist Training Program
The combined M.D.lPh.D. program is designed to develop investiga-

tors and teachers in the clinical and basic medical sciences. Students in
the program have the opportunity to study a basic biomedical science in
depth and to do re earch in some phase of that subject while concur-
rently pur uing studies leading to the medical degree. This training de-
velop the skills and techniques necessary for an experimental approach
to problems in ba ic and clinical medical sciences. The program is de-
signed for students aspiring toward careers in academic medicine and
medical research.

The M.D.lPh.D. program fully meets the Vanderbilt Medical School re-
quirements for the Doctor of Medicine degree and Vanderbilt Graduate
School requirements for the Doctor of Philosophy degree. The combined
degree program usually requires six to seven calendar years beyond the
baccalaureate for completion. Although some saving of time is built into
the program, there is no implication that the combined degree program
circumvents, alters, or dilutes requirements for either the M.D. or the
Ph.D. The intent is to profit optimally from the strengths of each school.

Admission to the Program

Those applying to the M.D.lPh.D. program should complete the Medi-
cal Scientist Training Program section of the final application to Vander-
bilt Medical School. Applications to the program are reviewed by the
Medical Scientist Training Program Committee and by the Medical
School Committee on Admissions. Applicants must be accepted into
Vanderbilt Medical School and into Vanderbilt Graduate School upon rec-
ommendation of the Medical Scientist Training Program Committee. In
exceptional circumstances, late applications to the program will be re-
ceived from applicants who have already been accepted into the Medical
School. Students who have completed one or more years in medical or
graduate school may also apply for admission to the combined degree
program.

Upon enrollment in the M.D.lPh.D. program, students are assigned to
faculty and student advisers. During their first semester, they become
familiar with Ph.D. study and research activities of the affiliated gradu-
ate programs: Cell Biology, Biochemistry, Biomedical Engineering, Mi-
crobiology, Molecular Biology, Pathology, Pharmacology, and Molecular
Physiology and Biophysics.
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Following th orientation program, but b f re th end of their cond
year in medical choot, M.D.lPh.D. tudent mu t elect and b accepted
into the graduat program of an affiliated department. M. D.lPh. D.
tudent work c10 ely with th ir a i n d faculty and tudent advi er in

all matter related to nrollment, r gi tration, cour e election, and
ch duling. The u ual cour e of tudy i divided into everal pha e .

Th fir t pha e con i t of th fir t two year of m dical chool, devoted
largely to th ba ic biomedical ience. Student then enter th graduate
chool (Ph.D.) part of the program after th cond year of medical
chool. During thi econd pha e th tudent me t th Graduate ho I

re iden y requirement . The third pha e con i t of th clinical rotation
of th third year and th clinical clerk hip of th f urth year of m dical
ch 01.

Requirement for th Ph.D. degre ar et out in d tail in th catalog
of Vanderbilt Graduate ch 01. Briefly tated, Ph.D. tudent mu t com-
plete 72 hour of graduate work for credit, of which a minimum of 24
hour i required in formal cour and eminar work. Ph. D. tudent
mu t al 0 compl t a qualifying e amination to te t th ir knowledge of
th ir field of pecialization and pre ent an acceptable di ertation in th
major field of tudy.

M.D.lPh.D. tudent are encouraged to b gin course for graduate
chool credit and to elect a preceptor to upervi e th ir di ertation re-
earch a oon a po ible. Th yare al 0 encouraged to undertake re-
earch at an early tage, including th ummer prior to matriculation.

Student u ually complete much, if not all, cour e work, re earch, and
writing for the Ph.D. di ertation before entering th third pha e of th
program.

Certain features concerning th assignment of cour e credit toward the
Graduate School and Medical School degree hould be noted. The only
course allowed for credit toward both the M.D. and Ph.D. degree is th
ba ic cour e of the student' graduate department. All other approved
cour es are allowed for credit toward either the Ph.D. degree or the M.D.
degree, but not both. Certain Graduate School course may be taken a
part of the elective program in the Medical School and be applied toward
formal cour e work requirements for th Ph.D. degree. The M.D.lPh.D.
student must be officially enrolled in anyone seme ter in either or both
the Medical and Graduate chools to insure appropriate as ignment of
credits.

Financial Support

Special funding (tuition and stipend) i possible for those who gain
admission to the Medical Scientist Training (M.D.lPh.D.) Program.

Students who wi h to receive financial support hould so indicate on
their application to the program. The limitations of financial support
create a competitive ituation in the selection process. Candidates are
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urged to ubmit their application to the M.D.lPh.D. program as early as
po ible. In accepting financial support for the program, the student
agree to promote primary effort to M. D.lPh. D. studies, and further
agree not to undertake concurrently any other gainful employment or
effort without formal approval of the Medical Scientist Training Program
Committ e and the Medical School officers responsible for the M.D.I
Ph.D. program.

In general, financial upport is arranged by mutual agreement of the
Medical cienti t Training Program Committee, the Dean of the Medical
School and, in certain in tance , the chairman of the graduate depart-
ment involv d. Variou ource of fund are available with each having
different application requirement , re trictions, obligations, and levels of
upport. orne potential ource for upport available to the student in-

clude th following:
VallderlJilt Medical Scielltist Scholar hip Programs. Currently there are

two our e of funding available in support of the scholarship awards.
On i a privat Iy endowed program, and the second is a special alloca-
tion of fund by th hool of Medicine. Both programs pay tuition and
fee and provide a tipend of $9,000 per year. Once awarded, support
from th e cholar hip will continue at the above rate, contingent upon
satisfactory performance, until the M.D. degree is awarded. The special
requirement, re triction , and obligations associated with the National
Re earch Service award apply to these institutional awards.

NatiOlwl Research Service Award. Financial support is available through
an in titutional grant awarded to Vanderbilt Medical School by the Na-
tional In titute of General Medical Sciences. The support pays tuition at
the current level, provides a stipend of $6,552 (plus a Medical School
supplement bringing total to $9,000) per year, and includes funds for fees
and related e pense . This support is assigned primarily to qualified in-
coming tudent . The student should consider special requirements, re-
striction , and obligations that are associated with this source of financial
SUpport. A with all federal funding, support is guaranteed for only one
year at a time, since all federal funds are reviewed and funded annually.
Generally, funds are renewed and support is continued.

Departmelltal Support. Limited resources are available through gradu-
ate department . Tuition awards are available as well as some stipend
support either from federal training grants or research funds. Interested
student should request from their faculty adviser or department chair-
man specific information on the availability of this type of support.

Personal Support. This refer to the student's own resources or sources
of funds. Approved students for the Medical Scientist Training Program
who do not receive financial support from any of the above sources may
remain in the joint program at their own expense. Although not guaran-
teed, financial support can usually be obtained for the graduate phase of
the M.D.lPh.D. program.





The Academic Program

rc:HE curriculum is divided into required courses taken by all stu-
dent and elective cour e taken at the choice of the individual
tudent. Required courses constitute the nucleus of medical edu-

cation at Vanderbilt; elective cour e are an integral part of each student's
educational e perience in the Medical School, providing considerable
flexibility in individual program . Each student is assigned a faculty ad-
vi er to aid in the election of elective cour es, which must be approved
by the A 0 iate Dean for Students or a designee.

All ele tive are cour e' for credit, graded on the same basis as re-
quired cour ' . Elective include: lecture or seminar series; specialty
clinic, clinical clerk hip, or re earch experience, at Vanderbilt or other
in titution ; Vanderbilt undergraduate or graduate courses.

One hour each week i de ignated for presentations of school-wide in-
terest-lecture hip, medical ociety meetings, and student papers. Stu-
dents and fa ulty are exp 'cted to attend.

The Medical hool curriculum in the preclinical years is divided on a
semester basi . Student are encouraged to participate in a summer re-
search fellow hip program.

The curriculum i under constant review by both faculty and students,
and is subject to timely change as recommended by the Academic Pro-
grams Committee and approved by the Executive Faculty and Dean of
Medicine.

Major Courses

First Year. Biochemistry, gross anatomy, physiology, histology, micro-
biology, neurobiology, and psychiatry. Saturday mornings, all day
Wedne day, and Friday afternoons are reserved for study and electives.
Electives available to the first-year student cover a wide range of sub-
jects, including fundamental principles in use of radioisotopes, topics in
general phy iology, medicine in families and the community, and medi-
cal ethics.

Secolld Year. Methods in clinical science, additional microbiology, pa-
thology, pharmacology, radiology, preventive medicine, and psychiatry.
Students begin the tudy of patients during the second semester, when
all the clinical departments cooperate in providing an introduction to his-
tory taking, phy ical examination, and laboratory study of patients
through a series of lectures, demonstrations, and individual practice by
the student. A variety of elective courses or independent study electives
may be taken on Wednesday and Friday afternoons an~ also on ~onday
afternoon in the fall semester or Tuesday afternoons In the spnng se-
mester.

Residencies and Fellowships

Dr. Cobb Pilcher-William Hellry Howe Fellowship ill Neurosurgery. In De-
cember 1945, the William Henry Howe Fellowship in euro urgery was
established in the School of Medicine. The fellow hip wa made available
to the Univer ity by the late Dr. Pilch rand ha been continued by the
generosity of his family and friends.

Post-Residency Fellowships

Postdoctoral courses have as th ir goal the training of physicians for
practice and certification in a medical subspeciality. Fellows admitted to
this program must have completed an approved re idency program. The
fellow is expected to participate in departmental activities related to
teaching, clinical ervices, and research.
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Continuing Medical Education

Vanderbilt University School of Medicine and Vanderbilt University
Medical Center recognize a major commitment to the continuing educa-
tion of phy ician and others in the health professions. The School of
Medicine views medical education as a continuum initiated in the under-
graduate pha e, progres ing through graduate medical education, and
maturing in ongoing continuing medical education. The professional life
of the phy ician and all health professionals should include activities en-
com pas ing thi view, with the goal of improving health care for pa-
tients. Und r the auspices of the Divi ion of Continuing Medical
Education, the chool of Medicine offers a broad spectrum of Courses
throughout the year to meet the need of physicians in practice and other
health prafe ional. ince many courses have limited registration, in-
quiric hould be directed to the Division of Continuing Medical Educa-
tion.

Of pecial intere tithe clinical training program, or "mini-residency,'
whereby p 1Y ician return for one or more weeks of clinical education in
the patient unit of the various ho pitals, in conjunction with regular
program of graduate and undergraduate medical education. Physicians
intere ted in this type of pecialized, intensive experience in a specialty
or subspecialty should direct their inquiries to the Division of Continu-
ing Medical Education.

Courses toward the Master's and Ph.D. Degrees

Candidate for the degree of Master of Science or Doctor of Philoso-
phy may pursue work in the medical sciences given in the Medical
School, either in regular courses or in special elective courses, provided
such student are accepted by the chairmen of the departments con-
cerned and are registered in the Graduate School of the University. Grad-
uate work in the medical sciences is regulated by the faculty of the
Graduate School, and candidates should apply to the registrar of the
Graduate School. (See also Medical Scientist Training.)

Candidates for the degree of Master of Science in hearing and speech
sciences may pursue work in their fields in the Bill Wilkerson Hearing
and Speech Center and the School of Medicine. Graduate work in this
diVision is regulated by the faculty of the Graduate School. Candidates
should apply to the registrar of the Graduate School.





Academic Regulations

rc:HESchool of Medicine operates under the honor system. All
work ubmitted as a part of course requirements is presumed to

be the product of the student submitting it unless credit is given
in the manner prescribed by the course instructor. Cheating, plagiariz-
ing, or otherwi e fal ifying results of study are prohibited. The student,
by regi tration, acknowledges the authority of the Medical School Honor
Council.

tudents are exp cted to familiarize themselves with the Student Hand-
book, available at registration, which provides information about Univer-
sity ervice, policie , and procedures, including reference to the Honor
Council of the chool of the University, the Graduate Student Conduct
Council, th Appellate Review Board, and related regulations.

ReqUirements for M.D. Degree

Candidates for the Doctor of Medicine degree must be mature and of
good moral character. They must have spent at least four years of study
or it equivalent as matriculated medic ,I students at an acceptable medi-
cal school as judged by the Vanderbil Medical Admissions Committee;
the last two years must have been it Vanderbilt University School of
Medicine. They mu t have satisfacton y completed the medical curricu-
lum, have passed all prescribed examinations, and be free of indebted-
ness to the University. Students fulfilling these requirements will be
recommended for the degree Doctor of Medicine.

AdVisers

The Vanderbilt Medical School has one of the lowest attrition rates in
the country. The faculty and administration take an active interest in as-
suring that each student achieves to maximum capability. Advisers, both
student and faculty, and staff members of the office of the Dean are avail-
able to assist students toward successful development of their plans.

Re-
peated grade of may be regarded a work of generally marginal
quality.

Student who fail in two major cour e or fail a re-examination in a
major cour e may be requir d to withdraw from th chool. Students
with no reported failure may be r quired to withdraw from the ch 01 if
their work ha been of a generally marginal quality. Student may be
given credit for a ubject by re-examination, but failure remain on their
record and may be counted a a cau e for withdrawal if anoth r failure in
a major course occur.

Any tudent who fail to pa a cour e will be required to remove the
failure before being permitted to enter the cour e of the next academic
year. Any tudent hown by work or conduct to be unfit for th practice
of medicine may be required to withdraw from the chool at any time.

Extracurricular Work

The Medical School doe not regulate th outside work of it students,
although it does take the firm po ition of di couraging outside work. 0
outside commitments may be assumed by medical students that may
compromi e their re pon ibilitie at the Medical School. If th outside
obligation i considered prejudicial, the student may be required to dis-
continue it.
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Leave of Absence

A leav of ab ence may be granted by the Dean for a period not to
exceed one year for purpo e of approved studies or for recuperation
from iIIne . hould it be nece ary for a student to be absent for a
period of more than one calendar year, the student must make formal
reapplication and be recon idered by the Admissions Committee, unless
pecial approval i' given by the Dean for a more extended leave.

Professional Liability Insurance

tudent will be automatically covered with professional liability in-
uranc , required of all enrolled medical student, at the time of registra-

tion. Th annual premium i payable in addition to tuition. Details of the
policy ar> availabl at th> Univer ity in urance office, and students are
encouraged to familiarize them elve with these details and with their
re pon ibilitie in thi regard.

tudent ar> covered wheth r they are at the Vanderbilt-affiliated hos-
pital (Vand rbilt Univer ity Hospital, ashville Veterans Administration
Ho pita!, t.

Lectureships

THE ALPHA OMEGA ALPHA LECTURE. The Alpha Omega Alpha Honor Medical Society
each year invites a scientist of prominence to deliver a lecture before the students and fac-
ulty and members of the medical community. The first lecture was given during the school
year 1926/1927.

THE ALLAN D. BASS LECTURESHIP. This lectureship was established in 1976 in recogni.
tlOOof Dr. Bass's outstanding contributions to Vanderbilt University, the Nashville community
and the field of Pharmacology. He served as professor and chairman of the Department of
Pharmacology rrom 1953 to 1973, as associate dean for biomedical sciences from 1973 to
1975, and as acting dean of the School of Medicine from 1973 to 1974. The lectureship is
made possible through the generosity of his associates and colleagues in the American
Society or Pharmacology and Experimental Therapeutics; the FASEB; the AMA Council on
Drugs; the Nashville Academy of Medicine; the present and former staff, students and fac-
ulty members at Vanderbilt University; and the Department of Pharmacology. The first lec-
ture was given in April 1977.

THE ROBERT N BUCHANAN JR. VISITING PROFESSORSHIP IN DERMATOLOGY. The
Department of Medicine established in 1960 a visiting professorship to honor Dr. R. N.
Buchanan, Jr., professor emeritus and former chairman of the Division of Dermatology. Each
year a distinguished dermatologist is invited to come to Vanderbilt to deliver a series of
formal lectures and participate in teaching conferences.

THE BARNEY BROOKS MEMORIAL LECTURESHIP IN SURGERY. In 1952 through the
generosity of a Vanderbilt alumnus an annual lectureship was established to honor the
memory of Dr. Barney Brooks, formerly professor of surgery and head of the department,
and surgeon-in-chief of Vanderbilt University Hospital. As a fitting memorial to Dr. Brooks
these lectures have been given by physicians who have made distinguished contributions
in clinical or investigative surgery. The first Barney Brooks Memorial Lecture in Surgery was
given dUring the spring of 1953.

THE ROLLIN A. DANIEL JR. LECTURE IN THORACIC SURGERY. In 1977 the Department
of Thoracic and Cardiac Surgery established the Rollin A. Daniel, Jr., Lecture as a tribute to
Dr. Daniel. Since Dr. Daniel's death, there has been generous support from Dr. Daniel's fam-
ily and many former residents to thiS lectureship fund. Each year a distinguished thoracic
Surgeon is invited by the Department to visit Vanderbilt and deliver the annual lecture, usu-
ally in the fall.

THE LEONARD W EDWARDS MEMORIAL LECTURESHIP IN SURGERY. This annual lec-
tureship was established in 1972 by the family and friends of Dr. Leonard Edwards, who was
professor of clinical surgery, in recognition of his more than fifty years of contributions to
Vanderbilt and the Nashville community as a distinguished surgeon and teacher. The first
lecture was given in 1972 by Dr. lester Dragstedl. Lectures usually concentrate on surgery
and physiopathology of the alimentary tract.

THE ABRAHAM FLEXNER LECTURESHIP. In the fall of 1927 Mr. Bernard Flexner of New
YOrkCity donated $50,000 to Vanderbilt University to establish the Abraham Flexner Lec-
tureShip in the School of Medicine. This lectureship is awarded every two years to a scientist

THE J WILLIAM HILLMAN VISITING PROFESSORSHIP ThiS professorship was estab-
lished In 1976 as a tnbute to lhe late Dr J William Hillman who served as professor and
cha"man of the Department of OrthopaediCS To commemorate Dr Hillman's tireless dedi-
cation to the art of teaching, the department annually InVites a prominent orthopaedist to
spend three or four days in reSidence leaching the house stall lhrough a senes of walking
rounds and Informal talks, concluding Witha day-long seminar on speCial tOpICSIn the field.

THE CONRAD JULIAN MEMORIAL LECTURE. ThiS lecture was Instituted In 1980 In honor
of Dr. Conrad G Julian, the first director of gynecologic oncology at Vanderbilt University
Hospital The lecture ISdelivered each year on a subject related to gynecologic oncology
and ISgiven In conjunCllon With the annual Gyn Oncology Seminar.

THE PAULINE M. KING MEMORIAL LECTURESHIP This lectureship was established in
1962 by Mr. Robert F King of Klamath River,California, as a memorial to his Wife.Each year
a dlsllnguished lhoraclc or cardIOVascularsurgeon ISinVited by the Department of Surgery
to lecture at Vanderbilt School of MediCine The first Pauline M. King Memorial Lecture was
given in the spnng of 1963.

THE M. GLENN KOENIGVISITING PROFESSORSHIPIN INFECTIOUSDISEASES This VIS-
illng professorship was established In 1973 through the generosity of alumni, faculty,
friends, and the family of the late Dr. M. Glenn Koenig who served as professor of medicine
and head of the DIVision of Infeclious Diseases In recognillon 01 Dr. Koenig's unexcelled
ability to teach at the bedside, the Department of Medicine invites physicians of unusual
competence in the teaching of clinical infecllous diseases to Join the Division of Infectious
Diseases for short penods to spend time on the wards and in diSCUSSionswith students,
house stall, fellows, and faculty. The first viSiling professorship was held in 1973.

THE KROC FOUNDATION LECTURESHIP IN MOLECULAR PHYSIOLOGY AND BI-
OPHYSICS. Established in 1986 by the Kroc Foundation in honor of Ray A. Kroc and
Robert L. Kroc to support several viSiting professors each year. These individuals present a
'state-of-the-art' lecture on diabetes, Insulin aclion, or a related endocrine topic and consult
With faculty members and their groups.

THE PAUL DUDLEY LAMSON MEMORIAL LECTURE. This lectureship was instituted in
1965 In memory of Dr. Lamson who was professor of pharmacology and chairman of the
Department of Pharmacology from 1925 until his retirement in 1952. A prominent scientist is
brought to the campus biennially under the sponsorship of the alumni and stall of the De-
partment of Pharmacology
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THE FRANK HAND MILBREY LUTON LECTURESHIP. Established in 1976 through the
generosity of friends and former students, thiS lectureship honors Dr, Frank H. Luton, the
first psychiatrist on the Vanderbilt faculty. Each year a prominent lecturer in the field of psy-
chiatry ISselected

THE DAN MAY LECTURE Made possible by a gift from the May family, this lecture series
honors Mr May, a Nashville bUSiness,educational, and civic leader who was a Vanderbilt
graduate, long-time Board of Trust member, and friend of the University. The lecturer is a
distingUished scholar of mediCine or another discipline with expertise in cardiovascular dis-
ease, medical education, or humanistic aspects of medicine.

THE GLENN A. MILLIKAN MEMORIAL LECTURE. This lectureship was established in
1947 in memory of Dr Millikan, professor of phySiology, by members of the then second-
year class It has subsequently received support by means of a capital fund by Dr. Millikan's
father and mother, Dr Robert A. Millikan and Mrs. Gretna B. Millikan, and friends. Contribu-
lions have been made to the fund by members of the founding class and other students.
The lectureship is maintained to provide a distinguished lecturer in physiology.

THE HUGH J MORGAN VISITINGPROFESSORSHIPIN MEDICINE. This visiting professor-
ship was established In 1959 through the generosity of faculty, former house officers, and
friends of the late Dr. Hugh J Morgan, who served as professor of medicine and chairman
of the department at Vanderbilt from 1935 through 1959. As a tribute to Dr. Morgan and his
outstanding qualities as a superior cliniCian, the Department of Medicine invites a dis-
tingUished phySICianto spend one week In reSidence, during which time the physician as-
sumes the teaching duties of the professor of medicine With students, house officers, and
faCUltyThe first visillng professorship was awarded in 1959.

THE ELLIOTT NEWMAN VISITING LECTURESHIP. This lectureship was formally estab-
lished by the Board of Trust of Vanderbilt University in 1977. Dr. Newman was a dis-
tingUished sCientist and medical scholar, an outstanding clinician and teacher, and a loyal
friend and faculty member of the School of Medicine for a period of twenty-one years.

THE WILLIAM F. ORR LECTURESHIP. This annual lectureship was established in 1976
through the generosity of Hoffman-LaRoche, Inc., in honor of Dr.William F. Orr, first professor
and chairman of the Department of Psychiatry, a position he held from 1947 to 1969. A
psychiatrist of national prominence is invited each year to present the lecture and to partici-
pate in various teaching conferences in the Department of Psychiatry.

THECOBB PILCHERMEMORIAL LECTURE. In 1950 the Pi Chapter of the Phi Chi Medical
Fraternity established the Cobb Pilcher Memorial Lecture to honor the memory of Dr. Pil-
cher, formerly associate professor of surgery, distinguished neurosurgeon, and a member of
Phi Chi fraternity. Each year a lecturer of prominence is selected. The first lecture was given
In 1950.

THE DAVID RABIN LECTURE IN ENDOCRINOLOGY. The Department of Medicine estab-
lished in 1980 a visiting lectureship in recognition of the salient contributions of Dr. David
Rabin to the world of endocrinology. Dr. Rabin was professor of medicine and head of the
DiVisionof Endocrinology from 1975 until his death in 1984. This lectureship annually brings
to Vanderbilt a world leader in the science of endocrinology and the application of that sci-
ence to the solution of the problems of humankind.

THEVANDERBILTUROLOGYSOCIETY VISITING PROFESSORSHIPAND RHAMY-SHELLEY
LECTURE. This annual visiting professorship and lectureship was established in 1972
through the efforts of former residents in urology at Vanderbilt University Medical Center. An
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outstanding urologiSt. from either the United States or abroad, is Invited to spend four or five
days as visiting professor In the Department of Urology, to Join with former residents and
other urologists In demonstrations of surgical technique and diagnostic acumen. as well as
in a senes of conferences and lectures.

THE CHARLES J. THUSS SA AND GERTRUDE NOBLE THUSS LECTURESHIP IN PLASTIC
AND RECONSTRUCTIVE SURGERY. This lectureship was established in 1977 by Dr.
Charles J. Thuss. Jr.. Medical Class of 1961. of San AntoniO. Texas. in honor of hiS parents.
The lectureship is funded In collaboration With the Department of Plastic Surgery for the
purpose of bnnging dlslinguished lecturers In the field of plastic and reconstructive surgery
10 the Vanderbilt campus.



Honors and Awards

Alpha Omega Alpha

A chapter of this medical honor society was established by charter in
the School of Medicine in 1923. ot more than one-eighth of the stu-
dent of the fourth-year class are eligible for membership and only one-
half of th number of eligible students may be elected to membership
during the la t half of their third year. The society has for its purpose the
development of high standards of personal conduct and scholarship and
the encouragement of medical re earch. Students are elected into mem-
ber hip on th ba i of scholar hip, character, and originality.

Founder's Medal

Thi medal is awarded to the student in the graduating class of the
School of Medicine who, in the judgment of the Executive Faculty, has
achieved the strongest record in the several areas of personal, profes-
sional, and academic performance in meeting the requirements for the
Doctor of Medicine degree during four years of study at Vanderbilt.

Other Prizes and Awards

THE BEAUCHAMP SCHOLARSHIP. This scholarship, founded by Mrs. John A. Beau-
champ in memory of her husband who was for many years superintendent of the Central
State Hospital in Nashville, is awarded to the student showing the greatest progress in neu-
rology and psychiatry and who is otherwise worthy and deserving.

THEAMOS CHRISTIE AWARD IN PEDIATRICS. Established in 1970 by an anonymous do-
nor, this award is made to the student in the graduating class who has demonstrated the
outstanding qualities of scholarship and humanity embodied in the ideal pediatrician. The
award is in memory of Dr. Amos Christie, professor of pediatrics, emeritus, who was chair-
man of the Department of Pediatrics from 1943 to 1968.

THE DEAN'S AWARD. This award is presented by the Dean to students who have dis-
tinguished themselves by their outstanding contribution of leadership and service
throughout four years of study at Vanderbilt University School of Medicine.

THE HOSPITALAWARD FOR EXCELLENCE. This award recognizes the graduating medi-
cal student selected by the chief residents of all the services as having made the largest
personal contribution toward quality patient care by demonstrating sensitivity, compassion,
and concern in his or her clinical responsibilities to patients.

THE RUDOLPH H. KAMPMEIER PRIZE IN CLINICAL MEDICINE. An annual award of
$1,000, presented through the generosity of the Southern Medical Association, is made to
the student who, at the completion of the fourth year of training, is judged by the faculty of
the Department of Medicine to have exhibited the qualities of the excellent physician as
exemplified by Dr. Rudolph H. Kampmeier throughout his career. The qualifications to be
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given greatest weight will be proficiency In diagnOSIS and therapy: consideration of the pa-
tient as a complete person wrth a life that IS more than that of a .slck patient'; ability to think
With onglnality and to teach, lead, and Inspire others, willingness to devote himself/herself
unslinlingly to the welfare of others; and ability to work ellectlvely With other members of the
medical and paramedical profeSSions

THE KAUFMAN PRIZE IN MEDICINE ThiS award, hononng J Kenneth Kaufman, a 1939
Medical School graduate, IS presented to a graduating medical student who has demon-
strated qualities of humaneness, dedlcalion, and unselfish service In the study of mediCine
and will apply these qualilies In medical practice

THE ROENTGEN AWARD ThiS IS an annual award to a gradualing medical student who
has made Important contnbUlions In one of the radiological sCiences dunng hiS or her four
years at Vanderbilt Medical School Named for Wilhelm Conrad Roentgen (1845-1923), a
pioneer In diagnostiC radIOlogy, the award recognizes dlscovenes In either clinical or re-
search areas

THE SCHOOL OF MEDICINE AWARD OF DISTINCTION IN MEDICAL EDUCATION ThiS
award IS presented to the student who has demonstrated outstanding qualities of scholar-
ShiP, leadership. and humanltanan service In the context of medical educalion.

THE H WILLIAM SCOTT JR PRIZE IN SURGERY ThiS award IS presented to the graduat-
Ing student who exemplifies the qualities of leadership, performance, and character reflect-
Ing the Ideal surgeon

THE JOH L SHAPIRO AWARD FOR EXCELLENCE IN PATHOLOGY ThiS award IS given
to the student selected by the Department of Pathology on the baSIS of accomplishments
and potenllal In mediCine With supenor performance In the pathology course or supenor
performance In research In pathogenesIs of disease

THE SURGICAL CLERKSHIP AWARD ThiS award IS presented annually by the section of
surgical sCiences to a student who has had a supenor performance In the third-year surgi-
cal clerkship and who plans to enter graduate education In surgery. The award Includes an
expense-paid attendance at the annual meeting of a national surgical society.

THE UPJOHN AWARD ThiS award IS given each year to a medical student in the graduat-
Ing class who IS distinguished by an outstanding record In scholastic, personal, and profes-
sional achievement. and as a member of the Vanderbilt community. The UPlohn Award is
prOVided through the Interest and generOSity of the UPlohn Pharmaceutical Company.

THE ALBERT WEINSTEIN PRIZES IN MEDICINE. Three pnzes established In memory of
Albert Weinstein, M.D., are awarded at graduation to fourth-year students who, in the opin-
ion of the faculty of the Department of Medicine, ment recognition for high scholastic attain-
ment and the qualities which charactenze the fine phySICian.

Dr. Albert Weinstein was graduated from Vanderbilt University in 1926 and was founder's
medalist from Vanderbilt School of MediCine in 1929. FollOWing training at Vanderbilt and
Johns Hopkins he returned to Vanderbilt as chief resident in medicine, 1933-1935. and
served as a distingUished member of the faculty and clinical professor of mediCine until his
death on 1 October 1963 Despite a busy and successful practice, Dr. Weinstein contrib-
uted regularly to the medical literature and maintained a malor Interest in the teaching of
medical students. These pnzes were established In 1964 by contributions from friends, as-
SOCiates, and former patients of Dr. Weinstein.

THE CANBY ROBINSON SOCIETY AWARD. This award is presented by the Canby Robin-
son Society to the graduating student whose medical school career exemplifies leadership
and service to his class and school.

TENNESSEE ACADEMY OF FAMILY PHYSICIANS AWARD This award is given to a gradU-
ating medical student in recognition of dedication to the high ideals of Family Practice.

Tuition and fces are set all/wally by the Board of Trust and are
subject to review and change without further notice.

All regularly enrolled medical students must pay the full tuition each
year. There will be no e ception to this requirement. Graduate students
who enroll in cour e in the medical curriculum for credit toward an aca-
demic degree and who later become candidates for the Doctor of Medi-
cine degree may be required to pay the full tuition as indicated above.
First-year medical tudents who are also three-year students in the Col-
lege of Arts and Science are required by the College to pay a senior-in-
ab entia fee equal to one hour of Arts and Science tuition. Students who
withdraw officially or who are dismissed from the University for any
reason after the beginning of a term may be entitled to a partial refund in
accordance with a schedule available in the Office of Financial Aid. 0
refund will be made after the eighth week in any semester.

Tuition, fees, and other University charges are due and payable by 25
September.

Late Payment of Fees

Charges not paid by 25 September will be automatically deferred, and
the student's account will be assessed a monthly late payment fee at the
following rate: $1.50 on each $100 that remains unpaid after 25 Septem-
ber ($5 minimum). An additional monthly late payment fee will be as-
sessed unless payment is received in full on or before the 25th day of the
month; and late payment fees will continue for each month thereafter
based on the outstanding balance unpaid as of the 25th day of each
month.

Honor Scholar hips
JUSTIN POTTERMEDICAL SCHOLARSHIPS. The Justin Potter Medical Scholarships com-
memorate Mr. Justin Potter, a Nashville bUSinessman, industrialist, and finanCier. These
scholarships were established in 1963 by Mr. Potter's family and are awarded annually to
applicants who have legally established residences in any of the following southern states:
Alabama, Arkansas, FlOrida, Georgia, Kentucky, LouIsiana, Mississippi, North Carolina,
South Carolina, Tennessee, or Virginia. Children of full-lime faculty of Vanderbilt University
School of Medicine are not eligible for consideralion for a Justin Potter Medical Scholarship.

Scholarships of $15,000 annually are awarded to successful candidates and, once
awarded, continue at this rate for four years contingent upon satisfactory performance.

The method of selection of Justin Potter Scholars is as follows: the Justin Potter Medical
Scholarship Committee reviews candidates from the eleven southeastern states who have
accepted offiCial invltalion to attend Vanderbilt and have completed the scholarship ap-
plication. Candidates selected by the scholarship committee are then invited to Nashville for
personal interviews (candidates are reimbursed for their expenses). The committee consists
of individuals involved In medical and business affairs in the Nashville community.

CATHERINEEASTERLING MOUNTCASTLE SCHOLARS PROGRAM. The Catherine Easter-
ling Mountcastle Scholars Program was established in 1983 through the generosity of Mrs.
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Mountcastle's family to support superior students who need financial aid to attend Vander-
bilt School of Medicine. One Catherine Easterling Mountcastle Scholar is selected each year
by the Scholars Selection Committee from applicants who have accepted official invitation
to the School of Medicine,

A scholarship of $11,000 annually is awarded to the successful candidate and, with satis-
factory progress at Vanderbilt, continues for four years.

CANBY ROBINSON SCHOLARSHIPS. The Canby Robinson Scholarships provide full tuition
and, with satisfactory progress at Vanderbilt, continue for four years. The scholarships are
awarded on the basis of academic achievement and financial need. Scholarship recipients
are recommended by the Dean and the chairman of the Admissions Committee and chosen
by a committee from the Canby Robinson Society.

These scholarships were established in 1986 by the Canby Robinson Society.

DELOACHE SCHOLARSHIP. The DeLoache Scholarship is given every four years to an in-
coming medical student who has demonstrated qualities of scholarship and leadership as
well as finanCial need To be eligible, the candidate must come from a state specified as a
southeastern state east of the MississippI. It is a full-tuition scholarship for four years of
medical study contingent upon sallsfactory performance.

Financial Assistance
Education leading to th Doctor of Medicine degree requires a careful

consideration of financial commitment by the prospective student and
family. Financial planning is an important part of the student's prepara-
tion for medical chool.

In addition to the Honor Scholarships just described, scholarships and
loans are available through Vanderbilt, based on demonstrated financial
need and continued satisfactory academic progress. Financial aid from
school sources must be considered a supplement to governmental and
other ources, rather than the primary source of funds necessary to at-
tend medical school. University financial aid is not adequate to meet stu-
dents' demonstrated need, but recent experience has been that most (but
not all) approved financial aid requests have been met for items basic to
the student's subsistence and education from a combination of sources,
including the student's personal and family assets and Vanderbilt aid
funds.

Satisfactory Performance. Students must perform satisfactorily in order
to qualify for financial assistance (see Examinations and Promotions).

Government funds that furnish Significant loans to medical students
are: the Guaranteed Student Loan program, the Health Education Assis-
tance Loan program, the Supplemental Loan to Students Program, and
the PLUS (parent loan) program.

Applications for financial aid will be sent to incoming first-year stu-
dents in February, or if invited after that date along with the offer of ad-
~ission to the Medical School. Applicants desiring more specific
Information about financial aid resources should request a copy of the
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Vanderbilt University School of Medicine Manual of Student Financial
Aid Policies and Procedure from the Medical School Office of Financial
Aid.

The following are some of the Vanderbilt University School of Medi-
cine institutional cholar hip and loans available to assist students with
demon trated financial need.

Scholarships

THE EUGENE AND MARGE BESPALOW SCHOLARSHIP FUND. This endowed scholarship
fund for deserving medical students was established by Dr Bruce Dan, a Vanderbilt
alumnus, in honor of his grandparents.

THE DR. DANIEL B. BLAKEMORE SCHOLARSHIP FUND. This endowed scholarship was
established by the will of Mrs. Nell J. Blakemore In memory of her husband for the benefit of
worthy medical students who are In need of financial assistance.

THE BURRUS SCHOLARSHIP FUND. This endowed scholarship was established by mem-
bers of the Burrus family to help meet the cost of tUition for medical students.

THE THOMAS CULLOM BUTLER AND PAULINE CAMPBELL BUTLER SCHOLARSHIP. This
endowed scholarship was established by Thomas Cullom Butler, a 1934 School of MediCine
graduate, for worthy and needy medical students.

THE ALICE DREW CHENOWETH SCHOLARSHIP. This scholarship honors the career of
Dr. Alice Drew Chenoweth, a 1932 School of Medicine graduate who had a distinguished
career as a pediatrician in the area of public health.

THE HERBERT ESKIND MEMORIAL FUND. This scholarship honoring the memory of Mr.
Herbert Eskind was established by members of his family.

THE ROBERT SADLER-WILLIAM EWERS SCHOLARSHIP FUND. This endowed scholar-
ship was established in honor of Robert Sadler, a 1947 School of Medicine graduate, and
William Ewers, a 1947 School of Medicine graduate.

THE ANN R. LIGHT SCHOLARSHIP FUND. This endowed scholarship was established by
Ann R. Light for needy medical students.

MEDICAL STUDENT SCHOLARSHIPS. Funds are available to needy students through
gifts donated by alumni and friends of Vanderbilt Medical School.

THE JAMES PRESTON MILLER TRUST. This trust, left by the will of James P. Miller in mem-
ory of his father, James Preston Miller, provides funds to assist in the medical education of
deserving young men and women at Vanderbilt University. Residents of Overton County,
Tennessee, are to be given first preference, and other residents of Tennessee to be given
second preference.

MINORITY SCHOLARSHIP FUNDS. Funds are available for scholarships for minority medi-
cal students on the basis of academic achievement and financial need.

THE WILLETT H. "BUDDY' RUSH SCHOLARSHIP. Established in memory of Dr. Rush, a
1941 graduate of the School of Medicine, this scholarship honors the dedication he showed
to the practice of medicine and the Frankfort, Kentucky community. Awards are given in
order of preference to students from Frankfort, Kentucky, the Blue grass region of Kentucky,
and then the state of Kentucky.
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THE JOHN SECONDI SCHOLARSHIP FUND. This endowed scholarship was established
In memory of Dr. John Secondi, a 1970 School of Medicine graduate.

THE FRED C. WATSONMEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP. This scholarship is made on the rec-
ommendallon of the Medical School to students selected by a committee based in Lex-
Ington, Tennessee, to students who are graduates of Lexington High School and are
residents of Henderson County.

Other scholar hips are available outside of the need-based institutional
financial aid program.

THE MARY AND WILLIAM O. INMAN JR. SCHOLARSHIP FUND. This fund was estab-
lished by Miss Grace McVeigh to pay tribute to the many contributions to the Brunswick.

THE KONRAD LUX SCHOLARSHIP. This endowed scholarship was established by the will
of Konrad Lux, a 1925 Vanderbilt University graduate. to benefit students in the Oral Sur-
gery program.

THE MEADE HAVEN SCHOLARSHIPS IN BIOMEDICAL SCIENCES. The Meade Haven
scholarships in biomedical sciences have been endowed to provide support for medical
students who have made a serious career commitment to obtain advanced experience and
training in research in the biomedical sciences.

Revolving Loans

THE ALPHA KAPPA KAPPA ALUMNI ASSOCATIONFUND. These funds are made avail-
able to students through contributions from alumni of the Alpha Kappa Kappa medical fra-
ternity.

THE EDWARD F. COLE REVOLVINGMEDICAL LOAN FUND. These funds are made avail-
able to students through contributions from Dr. Edward F. Cole, a Vanderbilt Medical
alumnus.

THE F. TREMAINE BILLINGS REVOLVINGSTUDENT LOAN FUND. Established by Elizabeth
Langford and friends, this loan fund honors Dr. Billings and his many contributions as friend
and internist. It is to be used for the education of worthy medical students.

THE MAX EISENSTATREVOLVINGSTUDENT LOAN FUND. This fund was established to
honor the memory of Dr. Max Eisenstat.

THE J. F. FOX STUDENT LOAN IN MEDICINE. This fund was established in memory of Dr.
J. F. Fox, a Vanderbilt graduate, and provides for annual assistance to students in the
School of Medicine as a revolving loan fund based on scholarship, promise, and financial
need.

Funds provided by the will of
Georgine C. Rhodes were left to Vanderbilt University for the purpose of establishing a loan
fund in the School of Medicine.

THE THOMPSON STUDENT LOAN FUND. This fund is to be used as a revolving loan fund
for students in the School of Medicine from Middle Tennessee.
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THE VANDERBILT MEDICAL EDUCATION FUND. This fund, derived from the donations of
friends and alumni, provides significant help by making loans to qualified students with the
funds available.

THE JOE AND HOWARD WERTHAN FOUNDATION FUND. The funds made available by
this foundation to Vanderbilt University are to be given or lent to those students in the School
of Medicine needing financial assistance.

Student Summer Fellowships

Student re earch under the sponsorship of members of the faculty of
the preclinical and clinical departments is endorsed as an important part
of the elective medical curriculum. Stipends vary from about $2,000 to
$3,500 for the ummer programs, depending upon experience. Limited.
fund for fellowship support are available on a competitive basis from
individual departments within the Medical School. Funds are provided
from a variety of sources, including the United States Public Health Ser-
vice and various private foundations and health-interested organizations
such as the local affiliates of the American Heart Association.

Re earch projects may be taken as electives for credit but without re-
muneration. Special arrangements can be made for participation in re-
search programs abroad or in other medical schools in the United States.
Individual departments or faculty members may also support student re-
search experiences. Funds from all sources are becoming more difficult
to obtain, but remain available, though limited.
THE DAN MAY SUMMER SCHOLARSHIP IN CARDIOVASCULAR MEDICINE. This scholar-
ship for a predoctoral student was made possible by a gift from the May family in honor of
Mr. May, a Nashville business, educational, and civic leader who was a graduate of Vander-
bilt, long-time Board of Trust member. and friend of the University. The scholarship provides
a summer stipend to support a predoctoral student who shows interest and promise in aca-
demic cardiovascular medicine.

THE WILLIAM N. PEARSON FELLOWSHIP FUND. A scholarship for studies in nutrition is
awarded by the Department of Biochemistry. Further information is available from the de-
partment.

Nashville is a middle-sized city (500,000) affording employment op-
portunities common to an industrial, business, and educational center.

Chair and Professorships
THE THEODORE R AUSTIN CHAIR IN PATHOLOGY This chair IS in memory of Dr. Austin,
a pathologist who practiced In Alexandria, Virginia. He was an alumnus of Vanderbilt Medi-
cal School. The chair was established by his wife, Mrs Dorothy B. Austin.

THE JAMES G. BLAKEMORE CHAIR IN PSYCHIATRY Through the generosity of James G.
Blakemore, Nashville bUSinessman and Vanderbilt alumnus, this professorship in psychiatry
was endowed In 1973 to support a dlslingUished faculty member in the Department of Psy-
chiatry, prOViding freedom to contribute to research and teaching within a specific field of
excellence

THE LUCIUS E. BURCH CHAIR IN REPRODUCTIVE PHYSIOLOGY & FAMILY PLAN-
NING In December of 1967, the Department of Obstetrics & Gynecology received funds,
through the generOSity of an anonymous donor, to endow this professorship, the purpose of
which IS to further research In basic reproductive biology, and applied family planning. The
chair is named for Dr. LucIus E Burch, dean of the School of Medicine from 1913 until 1920,
and chairman of the Department of Obstetrics & Gynecology until his retirement in 1945.

Through the generosity
of Mr. James C Stahlman, this professorship was endowed in 1972 for the purpose of fur-
thering studies In cancer research. The professorship provides funds to help establish Van-
derbilt as a nallonal center for cancer research.

THE MILDRED THORNTON STAHLMAN CHAIR IN PERINATOLOGY. The generosity of Mr.
James C. Stahlman established this professorship in perinatology. The chair to be estab-
lished In thiS new field of medical research will reinforce this program over an indefinite
period of time.

A brief de cription of each center and its
general activitie follows.

Arthritis and Lupus Center
Theodore Pincus. Director

The program of this center is organized around five Vanderbilt-associ-
ated rheumatologists who participate in center activitie and provide
clinical research data ba e regarding natural history, therapy and out-
come of rheumatic disea e patient . A mall, full-time Univer ity staff
concentrates on analysis of clinical data and a ba ic research program
concerning the cellular regulation of immune function. Projects in
various stage of development include clinical re earch, education, and
community activities.

Cancer Center

The center, still in a fledgling state, is identified with all cancer-related
efforts at Vanderbilt. The center is assigned 5,000 square feet of pace in
which most members of the Oncology Division of the Department of
Medicine maintain their offices. The A.B. Hancock, Jr., Memorial Labora-
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tory i al 0 located in this area. Research focuses on the biochemistry
and biology of chromatin and cell nuclei in normal and malignant cells.
A cancer chemotherapy program is a strong component. Principal sup-
port for the center corne from the ational Cancer Institute.

Clinical Research Center
David H. Robertson, Director

Th linical Re earch Center (CRC) i a 21-bed unit located in Medical
Center orth. It objective are to encourage and support clinical re-
earch into th cau e, progre ion, prevention, control, and care of hu-

man di ea e. It fulfill these objectives by creating a controlled
environment for studie of normal and abnormal body function. The
CR provide pace, ho pitalization costs, laboratories, equipment, and
upplie for c1inicial re earch by any qualified member of the faculty in

any medical chool department. The common re ources of the CRC sup-
port all di cipline , with particular empha es on clinical pharmacology,
endocrinology, ga troenterology, hematology, and diabetes. The CRe is
supported by a grant from the Division of Research Resources.

Clinical Nutrition Research Unit
Harry L. Greene, Director

The C RU i one of even units established nationwide by the Na-
tional Institutes of Health. Its objectives are to improve research in clini-
cal nutrition; to strengthen the nutrition training of medical students,
hou e staff, practicing phy icians, and other health care personnel; and
to improve patient care by focusing attention on nutrition.

Clinical activitie and projects explore the nutritional factors in hepatic
encephalopathy; the zinc and copper needs of pediatric patients on total
parenteral nutrition; the vitamin-trace element metabolism in patients
with chronic dialy is or with essential fatty acid deficiency; the evalua-
tion of the effect of nutritional repletion of moderately undernourished
patients after surgery; and the fea ibility of horne nutritional support in
small-cell lung cancer. The center also operates a metabolic assessment
laboratory for the assay of 18 vitamins, minerals, and proteins important
to nutrition. The work of the C RU is supported by a grant from the
National Institute of Arthritis, Diabetes, and Digestive and Kidney Dis-
eases.

Diabetes Research and Training Center
Oscar B. Crofford, Director

The Vanderbilt Diabetes Research and Training Center (DRTC) involves
ninety-one participating faculty members from fourteen departments,
schools, and colleges of the University. The center is organized into three
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component : re earch, training and tran lation, and admini tration. Th
activitie of the re earch component include ba ic biomedical re arch
and the Pilot and Fea ibility Studie Program, which aid n w inve tiga-
tor in te ting th fea ibility of n w idea before ubmitting grant pro-
po al for long-term upp rt. The training and tran lation component
operate a model demon tration unit in which tudent in the health
profes ion encounter patient with well-characterized diabete who
have volunteered for approved clinical re earch program . Th admin-
i trative compon nt develop out ide re ource for training and re earch
grant and initiate and upervi uch activiti a th Diabete enter
Seminar erie and th Vi iting cienti t Program. Center funding i
provided by grant from th ational In titute for Haith.

Center In Molecular Toxicology
F. Peter Guengerich, Director

The c nter tudie p tentially harmful ch mical in th environment
and th origin and mechani m of di ea e tate brought about by uch
chemical . Inve tigator are drawn from th departm nt of bio h mi -
try, pathology, pharmacology, preventive medicine, and chemi try at
Vanderbilt and from We tern Kentucky Univer ity.

Current re earch project include model tudie with ulfur com-
pound ; heavy metal toxicology and chelating agent ; chemical mecha-
nism of m taboli m; naturally occurring central nervous y tern toxins;
mycotoxin; metaboli m of toxic compounds; metal carcinogenesi ; bac-
terial mutagenesi ; and ti sue studies. Center funding derives from a
grant from th ational Institute of Environmental Health Sciences and
from a training grant in toxicology.

SCOR in Hypertension
Tadashi Inagami, Director

The objective of the SCOR (Specialized Center for Re earch) in Hyper-
tension is to contribute to improved diagnosi , treatment, and prevention
of hyperten ion, with major effort directed to the study of renal and
adrenal hypertension. The multidi ciplinary research group is composed
of investigators from the areas of biochemistry, clinical pharmacology,
endocrinology, vascular surgery, cardiology, urology, radiology, and bio-
statistics.

The accomplishments of the center's investigators include: one of the
best success records in renovascular surgery; complete purification of re-
nin for the first time since its discovery eighty years ago; preparation of
well-defined antibodies to renin; discovery of the major role of pros-
taglandin 12 in renin release; operation of a clinic internationally recogn-
ized for excellence in the diagnosis of renovascular hypertension and
primary aldosteronism. Center support is provided by a SCOR grant and
a training grant from the ational Heart, Lung and Blood Institute.
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SCOR in Newborn Lung Disease
Mildred T. Stahlman, Director

Inve tigator from the department of pediatric, medicine, biochemis-
try, pathology, and pharmacology work together in the SCOR in ew-
born Lung Di ea e. Re earch project focus on pulmonary growth and
development ill utero, th ability of the lung to adapt to the stress of birth
at differing tage of maturity, and the pathogenesis of some of the most
important neonatal pulmonary di orders (hyaline membrane disease and
Group B Beta-hemolytic treptococcal epsis, for example). Investigators
employ an integrated approach of ba ic cience di ciplines, animal mod-
eling of phy iological problems, and mathematical evaluation of the out-
come to addre s the e problem . The center is funded by a grant from
th ational Heart, Lung and Blood Institute with additional support
from a March of Dime Birth Defects Foundation.

Neuromuscular Disease Research Center
Gerald M. Fenichel. Director

The center, which encourage clo e collaboration between basic and
clinical ci nce , draw inve tigator from the University departments of
biochemistry, molecular biology, pathology, pharmacology, physiology,
medicine, pediatrics, and neurology. Center projects include six studies
of muscle membrane in normal and abnormal states, five studies of met-
abolic and endocrine factors in nerve and mu c1e disease, and two basic
studies concerned with neuromuscular transmission and the degrada-
tion of contractile proteins. Clinical studies include a collaborative study
to find a therapeutic agent for Duchenne dystrophy, a genetic study of
T-cell regulation of B-cells in polymyositis. The center is funded pri-
marily by grants from the Muscular Dystrophy Association.

Center for Pharmacology and Drug Toxicology
John A. Oates, Director

Center investigators include clinical pharmacologists in the areas of
medicine, pediatrics, and psychiatry working in association with a nu-
cleus of investigators whose research in biochemical pharmacology in-
clUdes the biotransformation of drugs, analytical pharmacology, and
pharmacokinetics. Research programs focus on the metabolism, dis-
tribution, and biochemical effects of drugs in human beings. The cen-
ter's scientific resources enable application of the best available
techniques and approaches to studies of drugs in humans and provide
an environment for training investigators in clinical pharmacology. Funds
for center support come from the ational Institute of General Medical
Sciences.
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Center for Reproductive Biology Research
Marie A Claire Orgebin-Crist, Director

Thirty-four faculty member from ten department in the School of
Medicine and the College of Art and cience participate in the work of
the center. Ba ic and clinical re earch fo u e on four area : th male re-
productive y tern; th female reproductive y tern; fertilization, implan-
tation, and embryonic development; and reproductive endo rinology.
Center financing i provided by a grant from th ational In titute of
Child Health and Human 0 velopment and from r earch grant related
to both ba ic and clinical a p ct of th reproductive cience.

SCOR in Pulmonary Edema
Kenneth L Brigham. Director

Th SC R in Pulmonary Edema involve nin teen full-time inve tiga-
tor from the department of medicine, pediatric, pathology, urgery,
and pharmacology. Th general focu of r earch i on lung circulation-
p cifically, on mechani m of lung va cular injury and on th re ponse

of the lung to uch injury. Inve tigation range from ba ic laboratory
tudie to clinical tudie in patient with acute re piratory failure.

Principal upport of th re earch derive from a Specialized Center of
Re earch in Pulmonary Va cular Oi ease grant from the ational Heart,
Lung and Blood In titute. Additional support come from an IH train-
ing grant, a private foundation training grant, and everal individual
awards made through th IH to inve tigator participating in the pro-
gram.

Th Department of Medicine ha many ub p >cialty divi ion , and a
numb >rof different elective programs are available.

Clinical Research Electives

The clinical re earch elective program includes such pecialty area as
infectious di eases, nuclear medicine, i chemic heart disea e, hematol-
ogy, electrocardiography and electrophy iology, and biomedical engi-
neering.

Clinical Clerkships

The clinical clerkship program offers fourth-year electives which in-
clude rotation at affiliated hospitals, participation in a model private
teaching unit, and experience in the Clinical Research Center at Vander-
bilt Hospital. Other clerkship include such sub pecialty areas as pulmo-
nary disease, renal pathophysiology, infectious diseases, clinical
pharmacology, clinical epidemiology, cardiology, pulmonary consulta-
tion, rheumatology, clinical endocrinology, and medical oncology.

Medical Specialty Clinics

Experiences in the medical specialty clinics elective program available
to fourth-year students include the following specialties: allergy, der-
matology, diabetes, endocrinology, gastroenterology, hematology, hyper-
tension, rheumatology, oncology, and chest.

Other Electives

A number of other electives available to students at various levels con-
sist of course work covering a variety of subjects which include: prob-
lems facing the prospective intern; pulmonary disorders; human
nutrition; clinical biochemistry; psychosocial aspects of life-threatening
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illne ,dying, and death; disorders of fluid and electrolyte metabolism;
clinical electrocardiography; clinical endocrinology; nutrition rounds; re-
nal pathophysiology; correlations in cardiological disease; basic concepts
of cancer; clinical diagno is of cancer; cancer therapy; and laboratory ex-
periences in cardiac catheterization.

Required Courses
501.1. Laboratory Diagnosis. This course Introduces the student to the laboratory in clini-
cal mediCine, emphasizing Its application to understanding basic pathophysiology. Areas
covered Include hematology, gastroenterology, nephrology, neurology, rheumatology, and
clinical microbiology In most of these areas, the student will spend some time gaining
experience In the laboratory. Dr. Stem and staff.

501.2 Physical Diagnosis. Education of second-year medical students in diagnosis of dis-
ease by the art of examination at the bedside and In the laboratory, emphasizing the signifi-
cance of Information gained in the basIc sCience courses as applied to clinical medicine.

502. Clinical Clerkship. The third-year class is assigned to the medical wards for ten-week
periods. DUring the medical clerkship, time ISdivided equally between the Vanderbilt Hospi-
tal and the Veterans Administration Hospital. The medical wards at Vanderbilt Hospital com-
prise 135 beds used in teaching, plus an additional 21 beds in the Clinical Research
Center. The Veterans Administration Hospital has approximately 120 teaching beds. At Van-
derbilt Hospital these services include patients with diseases of the skin in addition to gen-
eral medical patients. Patients are under the care of members of the faculty of medicine.
Subdepartmental areas are organized for teaching and clinical research as well as man-
agement of patients. The clinical clerkship is regarded as the backbone of the student's
training In medicine and represents the most intensive inpatient experience offered within
the department. It is believed that learning is most vivid through direct experience with pa-
tients, obtaining histories, doing physicals and laboratory studies, and that it is amplified by
reading and Intensive contact With members of the house staff and teaching staff. Students
are given considerable responsibility under close supervision of the teaching staff. Addi-
tional instruction is carried out during rounds with the chief of service. In these sessions,
clinical clerks present cases for discussion and criticism and the more important fields of
internal medicine are covered. Ward work is supplemented by numerous teaching and sub-
specialty conferences held throughout the academic year. Dr. Leonard, Dr. DesPrez, Dr.
Salmon, and Staff of the Department of Medicine

520-5610. Ambulatory Clerkship. During a four-week unit each fourth-year student partici.
pates in a didactic program on issues related to care of patients in an ambulatory setting.
The students also work with patients in one of three clinical settings: general medicine, gen-
eral pediatrics, or the emergency service.

:j THE Department of Preventive Medicine offers a second-year course in
the fundamental of epidemiology, medical statistics, and the basic prin-
ciples of public health and preventive medicine. Electives available to stu-
dents at variou levels include: biometry; clinical trials and medical
surveys; ampling methods; environmental/occupational health; and spe-
cial projects in public health. A preceptorship in primary health care and
clerkship in applied public health, sexually-transmitted diseases, and
family and community medicine are also available to second- and fourth-
year students as electives.

Required Course

503. Principles of Epidemiology. Biostatistics, and Preventive Medicine. A course of
lectures and seminars providing second-year students with the preventive point of view in
the practice of medicine, making them aware of the major health problems and the chang-
ing nature of these problems, and acquainting them with the organized forces working for
the advancement of public health. Subjects considered include: epidemiology, etiology,
modes of transmission, and methods of prevention and control of communical diseases; the
venereal disease problem; environmental and occupatioal diseases; walter supplies and
sewage disposal; and population problems. Clinical preventive medicine is emphasized in
relation to cardiovascular diseases, diabetes, and cancer. The problems of geriatrics are
presented. Stress is placed on principles in public health administration at international,
national, state, and local levels and their relation to the practitioner of medicine.

Nursing Education at Vanderbilt

WA DERBILTSchool of ur ing ha a national reputation for ex-
cellence in nur ing education and attracts students from across
the nation and from everal foreign countries.

The School of ur ing wa founded in 1909 as the Training School for
ur es of Vanderbilt University Ho pital, with a three-year program

leading to eligibility for nur e licen ure. Under University administra-
tion ince 1930, the ur ing School became a part of the Vanderbilt Med-
ical enter in 1985. Thi new relationship allows the school and the
ho pital nur ing ervice to function more closely and offers greater op-
portunity for nur ing faculty and tudents to interact with nursing staff,
medical faculty, and medical tudent in the areas of teaching, research,
and practice.

Accreditatioll. The chool i approved by the Tennessee Board of
ur ing. It wa a charter member of the Association of Collegiate

School of ur ing, which later wa incorporated into the ational
League for ur ing.

The program i accredited by the ational League for Nursing. The
undergraduate program was jointly accredited by the ational League of
Nursing Education and the ational Organization for Public Health

ursing in 1945.
Research. The following areas reflect faculty expertise in nursing prac-

tice and re earch:
acute/critical health care
chronic health care
family health care
organizational processes
entrepreneurial processes

Philosophy of the School

. The School of ursing embraces the philosophy of Vanderbilt Univer-
Sity, which is committed to freedom of inquiry into the natural, social,
and human orders of existence and freedom to state the conclusions of
that inquiry. Vanderbilt University and the School of ursing foster ex-
cel1ence in both scholarship and service and accept and actively embody
the philosophy that a liberal education must concern the whole person.
~o accomplish this goal, the educational program includes both profes-
Sional and academic courses.

The faculty of the School of ursing believe that the central concepts of
nursing are person, environment, health, and nursing. These four con-
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cept interact and erve a the ba i for th practice of nur ing. Th fac-
ulty have defined the e four concept in the paragraph that follow in
way compatible with th ir collective b lief .

The faculty believe each per on i unique, with intrin ic worth and
dignity. We con ider human being a whole per on having interacting
and interdependent phy ical tructure, mind ,and pirit and actively
participating within th ir environment .

The environment con i t of all condition , circum tan e and influ-
ence that exi t out ide th identified cial y tern boundary. There is
an intimate r lation hip b tween th con tantly changing environment
and the per on. Th environment in which we liv determine, to a de-
gree, Iif> tyle and tate of health. 0 velopm nt of th individual occurs
throughout th life pan within a plurali tic and culturally diver e 0-

ciety.
Health i a dynamic tate of being in which th developmental and

behavioral potential of an individual i realized to the fulle t e tent po s-
ible. Individual hav the right to pur ue that level of h alth perceived
by them to be optimal, taking into account th ir ocial and cultural defi-
nition of health. Th level of h alth that individual can attain i directly
influenced by the level of health of the familie and communitie of
which they are a part and with whom th y coe i t.

ur ing i a profe ional di cipline that eek to under tand phe-
nomena and predict circum tances that affect the h alth of individuals,
familie , group, and communitie acro the age pan. The di cipline of
nursing encompa e cience, ethics, politic, and the heritage of nurs-
ing. The central focus of nursing i the diagnosis and treatment of the
response of individuals, families, and groups to actual or potential
health problems. Th practice of nur ing is an art and a science that uti-
lize knowledge from the discipline of nursing to help individuals im-
prove their health potential.

The faculty believes that the profe ional nurse should have a liberal
education and that a univer ity provides the best possible environment
for this kind of education. We are aware that a liberal education includes
fine art and humanitie as well a social, biological, and physical sci-
ences. Some of these components are prerequisites to the study of nurs-
ing. The synthesis of knowledge from these disciplines as well as from
nursing will enhance the ability of nurses to under tand self, relation-
ships with others, the nature of communitie , cultures other than their
own, the physical world, current issues, and human values. The study
of diverse disciplines contributes to the ability to think analytically, rea-
son logically, and communicate effectively. Students are expected to con-
tinue their growth in intellectual and communication skills, as well as use
their liberal education to understand the phenomena of nursing and
health. University-wide interdisciplinary activities are actively sought for
the intellectual exchange and stimulation they provide.
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Sigma Theta Tau

The Iota chapter of Sigma Theta Tau, international honor society of
nursing, was in tailed at Vanderbilt Univer ity on 3 June 1953. Sigma
Theta Tau i profe ional rather than social, and its purpose and func-
tion may b compared to other honor societies. Sigma Theta Tau is a
member of the A ociation of College Honor Societies.

Election to member hip in the ociety i limited to students who have
hown marked qualitie of character, leader hip, and ability in nursing

and who have maintained a high cholastic average. Students in the di-
rect entry M.S. . program are eligible for membership after having com-
pleted one-fourth of the required curriculum. Students in the Master of
Science in ur ing with Multiple Entry Options (M.S. .IM.E.o. or
bridge) program are eligible for member hip after having completed 30
hour of th required bridge curriculum.

Graduate Student Affairs

The Graduate ur ing Council erves as a liaison between bridge and
graduate tudent and the faculty and administration. Membership of
the council i composed of two elected students from each specialty
track and two bridge (M.S. .IM.E.o.) students who serve for one calen-
dar year from September through August. Officers of the council must
be full-time students in good standing.

School Committees
Bridge and graduate students have representation on many school

committees. These include, among others, the Curriculum Committee,
Library Committee, Career Day Committee, and Alumni Association
Board. Representatives are elected by the students to serve for one calen-
dar year, September through August.

Orientati01l

An orientation meeting is held each fall during the registration period
to acquaint new students with the school environment. The Associate
Dean for Academic Programs may call additional class meetings
throughout the year as needed.

FaCility Advisers
Each student will be assigned to a faculty adviser who will assist with

planning a program of studies. The approved program should be com-
pleted within the first semester of enrollment. The Associate Dean for
Academic Programs serves as the adviser for special students.

The program er"v'esa a foundation for
graduate study in nursing.



The Graduate Nursing Program

q;:HE purpo e of graduate education in nursing is to prepare
cholar and leader. At the master's level, graduate study

provide th opportunity for acquisition of in-depth theoretical
knowledge upon which to ba e advanced clinical practice. There is op-
portunity for th tudent to acquire advanced research skills and knowl-
edge of nur ing and other th orie . Master's education provides students
with the knowledge and skill nece ary for planning and initiating
change in a health care y tern through leadership strategies. For those
per ons de iring to b come a member of an interdisciplinary health care
managem nt team, the focu of ma ter' level education is on leadership
and management in order to guide and tructure nursing organizations
within a variety of health care setting . A ma ter's degree is not suffi-
cient preparation for the nur e educator, but learning is a life-long pro-
cess, and po t-ma ter's education i available for those desiring increased
knowledge and skill in their selected specialty or in a new specialty
area.

The fir t professional degree in nursing should be specialty-related
and offered at th po t-baccalaureate level. The increase in knowledge
and scope of nur ing responsibilities as well as changes in roles, func-
tions, and practice setting require a graduate nursing education built on
? rich undergraduate liberal education and a baccalaureate in nursing or
Its equivalent.

Due to the present diversity in nursing programs, educational oppor-
tunities must be made available to facilitate progression to the master's
degree as the first professional degree. The Vanderbilt School of Nursing
offers multiple entry options into a master's level program. The program,
based on a variety of cognitive styles, life experiences, and professional
backgrounds, allows all students to achieve the same goals.In addition to
educating students, a master's degree program in nursing provides other
benefits. Faculty members are engaged in the investigation of nursing
~ractice and theory, innovative nursing care, and participation in na-
tIonal, state, and local activities related to nursing and health care deliv-
ery. Thus, they serve as a role model for students, the profession, and the
~ublic. The program constitutes an arena for excellence in nursing prac-
tIce and research, as well as a forum for discussion and analysis of issues
that affect health care, consumers, the nursing profession, and society.

MUltiple Entry Options

The School of Nursing offers multiple entry options into the Master's
o,fScience in ursing program. Qualified students are eligible for admis-
Slon in the following categories:
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1. Entry with 72 erne ter or 110 quarter hour of prerequi ite courses.
(Refer to ection on admi ion requirement for Ii t of prerequisite
cour e .) Student enter into the genera Ii t nur ing or bridge courses.
After completing the 49 credit of generali t nur ing cour e they pro-
gre to the 39 credit of specialist nur ing cour e .

2. Entry with an A ociate' Degree in ursing (A.D. .) or a diploma
from an L -accredited School of ursing and 72 erne ter hours of
prerequi ite cour e . Regi tered ur e tudents enter into the generalist
nursing or bridge cour es but can obtain credit by examination for many
of the e cour es. After completing or obtaining credit by examination for
the 49 credit of generalist nursing courses, they progress to the 39
credits of pecialist nur ing cour e .

3. Entry with a non-nur ing baccalaureate degree from an accredited
college or university or through a formalized enior year in ab entia pro-
gram. (Refer to section on Senior Year in Absentia for detail.) Students
enter into the generali t nursing or bridge courses. After completing the
49 credits of generalist nur ing cour es they progre s to the 39 credits of
peciali t nur ing courses.
4. Entry with a Bachelor of Science in ur ing degree from an LN-

accredited school. Students enter directly into the pecialist nursing
cours~s at the graduate level (39 credits).

Senior Year in Absentia Program

The School of ur ing ha formalized arrangements with everal lib-
eral arts college to allow student to combine a baccalaureate degree in
liberal art and a master' of science in nur ing degree. A student who
complete this five-year program of study will have had the experience
of dividing his or her academic career between a mall liberal art college
and the health ciences center of a major university. This unique com-
bination of study on two differently-oriented campu es provides a stu-
dent with an excellent nursing education, strongly complemented by
study in the humanities and social ciences.

While specific details vary in each senior year in ab entia program,
the e programs generally require students to spend three year at their
liberal arts college, completing general curriculum requirements for the
baccalaureate degree and satisfying the prerequisite courses for admis-
sion to the School of ursing. The student applies for admission to the
School of ur ing in the spring semester of their junior year. If accepted,
the student enrolls at Vanderbilt in the fall semester of their senior year.
After successfully completing the fall and spring emesters of generalist
nursing cour es at Vanderbilt, the student is awarded a baccalaureate d~-
gree from their "home" choot. The student then continues for an addI-
tional four semesters (summer, fall, spring, summer) to earn a Master's
of Science in ursing (M.S. .) from Vanderbilt Univer ity.

At the time of publication senior year in absentia programs have been
formalized with David Lip comb College in ashville, Tennessee; Mary
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Baldwin College in Stanton, Virginia; Randolph-Macon Women's College
in Lynchburg, Virginia; and Vanderbilt Univer ity's Peabody College in

The year-long program in car-
diova cular perfu ion and perfu ion t chnology prepare graduates for
po itions a perfusioni t on open-h art surgery team . It is designed
for student who have completed a minimum of two year of college, or
are registered nur e , or already work in a di cipline of medical technol-
ogy. Th program meet the criteria e tablished by the American Board
of Cardiovascular Perfusion.

The Department of Cardiac and Thoracic Surgery directs the program
in coordination with the Division of Allied Health Profession . Following
satisfactory completion of cour e work and clinical experience, graduates
are eligible to apply for board examinations in cardiova cular perfusion.

Dietetic illtem hip Program. The forty-four-week dietetic internship
program i de igned for the generali t practitioner. It provides an oppor-
tunity for practical experience in food ervice sy tems management,
acute and ambulatory nutritional care, and community nutrition.

Through diver e learning opportunitie provided by Vanderbilt's De-
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partment of utrition rvice and pecialty unit, and several area hos-
pital and community agencie , the dietetic intern achieves an
under tanding of th dietitian' role in a variety of settings.

Program applicant mu t have a baccalaureate degree from an ac-
credit d coli g or univ r ity and have completed Plan IV requirements
e tabli h >d by the m rican Dietetic A ociation. Upon completion of
th> diet ,ti intern hip, th intern will be eligible to take the national regi-
stration e amination to become a regi tered dietitian.

Re earch intere ts of the faculty in-
clude ba i and applied p ychoacou tic, peech perception and produc-
tion, child languag' acqui ition and disability, and audiological
management. The divi ion upport a number of re earch laboratories,
including an anechoic chamber, and maintains a MicroVAX II computer,
three POP-II computer, and a variety of per onal computers.

Program ill Medical Techllology. The one-year medical technology pro-
gram operate in the Department of Clinical Pathology under the super-
vision of a medical director, a program director, and an educational
c.oordinator. Lecture / laboratory e erci es, and clinical laboratory rota-
tion in the area' of chemi try, hematology, coagulation, immunology/
serology, blood bank, Red Cross/ urinalysis, microbiology, and veni-
puncture constitute the program.

Applicant must have a baccalaureate degree from an accredited col-
lege or univer ity or be eligible to receive their degree after successful
c?mpletion of the clinical year.
